          Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Maxson to approve Resolution 2013-09, A     

RESOLUTION ACCEPTING DONATIONS TO THE CITY OF MANTORVILLE.  Member Swanson noted that it would be nice to send a thank you note to the two citizens.  Member Ballard noted to make sure it is spent on something and not just rolled into the general fund.  All approved.  



c) Resolution 2013-10 A RESOLUTION CERTIFYING THE CONNECTION CHARGE FOR 808 ADAMS STREET, MANTORVILLE MINNESOTA

Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Blair to approve Resolution 2013-10, A RESOLUTION CERTIFYING THE CONNECTION CHARGE FOR 808 ADAMS STREET, MANTORVILLE MINNESOTA.  Motion passed unanimously.
d) Approval of Fireworks Application – MRA
Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Maxson to approve the application for fireworks during Marigold Days.  A note to Lyle to ask them to please clean up after the show as there is some left over debris that is down in that area currently.  It looks like it is from the last show but not for sure.  Just reiterate it.  Motion passed unanimously.  
e) Request for Membership in MAOSC
Mayor Bradford discussed this with the Council Members.  We traditionally say no due to the services replicating the LMC.  Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Ballard to table this indefinitely.  Motion passed unanimously.

f) Request for Contribution to Southern MN Initiative Foundation

Council declined this since we did not budget any donations for 2013.  Mayor Bradford asked that this be brought up during the next retreat when we discuss the budget.  

g) Water Tower Antenna Lease Agreement

There is a meeting set up with the City Engineer, the owner of MN Wi-Fi, and staff later this week.  Council discussed.  No action taken at this time until all information is brought forward after the meeting.  
h) Finance Committee Recommendations

· 2013 Street Maintenance Projects
The Finance Committee reviewed the recommended street projects for 2013 and are making the following recommendations;

· Do not fix sewer plant drive at this time since the sewer plant is going away.  

· Do not fix the 7th Street West at this time but let’s put a date on the whole project; discuss at the fall retreat.

· After discussion on the Finance Committee’s recommendation to fix the sidewalk in front of the post office, it was determined that the city needs to amend the sidewalk ordinance if the City is going to pick up a share of the cost.  Our current ordinance states that the property owner will pay 100% of the cost.  Mayor Bradford and Member Blair will work with Cami on an amendment to the current ordinance for the Council to review.  A public hearing will then be scheduled.  It was suggested that a possible grant source for sidewalk repairs would be the Safe Routes to School Program. 

· Pull out the striping of the handicap spots as they think Adam can do this.  Cami will verify this.  

Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Maxson to approve the remaining items on the list.
· Water Sewer Connection Fee for Greek Revival Home

The Finance Committee is making a recommendation for a 30% reduction in the water/sewer connection charge.  The criteria being that it is a public use facility, not a private use, and closely related to the City.  Council wanted to do something to help them out.  Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Maxson to approve the Finance Committees recommendation.  Motion passed unanimously.  
· Rochester Sales Tax Dollars Use
The Finance Committee is recommending the following projects, as recommended by the EDA, for use of the Rochester Sales Tax Dollars;

· Trail between parks, intercity, from Riverside to the Water Tower.

· Expanding the current campground capabilities by adding bathrooms/showers once the WWTP is gone.  

· The Finance Committee is not recommending the EDA’s third request to spend some of those dollars towards the dog park.  The Finance Committee wants to continue moving forward with private funds and donations because of agreements made in the past from original meetings.  
The City did receive a letter from the Rochester Mayor letting us know that they will be holding a public hearing on Monday, June 17 to reaffirm the direction that the City of Rochester wants to proceed with for use of the Sales Tax Dollars.  This is being requested by the State Legislature.  The Rochester Mayor’s recommendation is that he would like to see things continue to move forward with no changes; aka, the surrounding cities would still get their money.  Council discussed how to move forward until we know for sure if we will get the funds.  Member Swanson feels we should hold another public forum to discuss the use of sales tax dollars towards the dog park.  With Kasson joining in, people may change their mind.  Mayor Bradford suggested we move forward with the public meeting.  Cami will work on getting this on the calendar.  The City will wait to hear from the City of Rochester on how their public meeting goes.

d) Committee Report

· Chamber – Member Blair reported that they talked about the Farmers Market, DC Expo, Yogurt Shop moving along slowly, and the wine tasting event. 

· EDA – Mayor Bradford reported that Karl has paperwork in for USDA funding reimbursement; the Kiddie Tractor Pull is a go for Old Tyme Days; they discussed moving forward with a city identity with the intent for the EDA to work closely with City staff and Council to get something put together; and they discussed Commissioners visiting other cities to bring back some ideas on their own dime.  

· Fire Department – Member Swanson reported another great training session done by Riverland on LP gas and how explosive it can be; our FD does a great job on training.  
· KM Joint Powers – Mayor Bradford reported that they are working on a logo for the Joint Powers.  The idea is to place the logo on the items that the JP has paid for so the community can see where the dollars are going.  They approved a mission statement with clear direction on what should and should not be purchased with the funds.  
· Park Board – Member Ballard reported they are going to be removing some trees in Riverside Park; there is a problem with lighting in one of the shelters; wood chips have been put in at Slingerland with the remaining going to Bergmann Park.
e) Council Member Report

· Member Maxson – watching the road out East to see if the gravel will hold up.
· Member Blair - none

· Member Ballard – asked about the tree that is in the dam and if it going to get removed.  There is a tree by the covered bridge that fell down that needs to be removed.  There are some willow trees growing up in the secondary channel in the sand and she wondered if those can get removed.  A good job to the guys with the brush clean up.  Traffic seems to be going faster along 5th Street East and can we get a speed limit reminder such as a sign or a sheriff’s deputy or something?  She also questioned the recent hauling of the bio-solids.
· Member Swanson – commented that we seriously need to come up with some sort of plan for south of the river for sewer and water.
