MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY JUNE 11, 2012
6:30 PM

1. Call to Order – Mayor Nash called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.
Members Present:  Luke Nash, Chuck Bradford, Don Swanson, Jim Maxson and Henry Blair.

Others Present:  Gretta Becay, Renee Hess, Lyle & Theresa Hoaglund, Wendy Claseman, Ryan and Angela Christianson, Joe Waugh and Cami Reber.

3. Additions/Deletions to Agenda - none 
4. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Swanson to approve the consent agenda as follows:

Motion passed unanimously.

7. Old Business/New Business

a) Ryan Christianson – West Street Water Problems
Ryan Christianson, 912 West Street, recently moved to town into a new home built.  They had sod laid and some heavy rains in May washed it away.  They proceeded to have it fixed and water continued to wash it away.  They have had this drainage problem since they moved in and he would like to know where/when they are going to put in drainage.  They want a simple solution to the drainage problem, not a costly one.  He has spoken with Adam and Cami previously and they noted that previous requests for the residents in that area to petition the City for the improvements have failed.  No one wants to pay for the fix because the cost is too high.  After discussion, the City Council asked that we run it by Tim, WHKS, and include it in the 7th Street project.  The Council asked that the tile line be looked at and what fixes are possible for this area.  Ryan will be notified prior to the July 11th meeting.  
b) Emergency Shelter/Evacuation Plan for Fryer’s Mobile Home Park

Renee Hess approached the Council with an amended evacuation plan showing the Chestnut Apartments as the severe weather emergency site. She also presented a letter from the management of Chestnut Apartments agreeing to this.  After discussion, a motion was made by Member Maxson, second by Member Blair to approve the updated plan as submitted.  Council asked exactly what area will be used and is it large enough.  Renee replied that they will use the common area hallway and that it is large enough.  Motion passed unanimously.  
c) Approval for Removal of Moratorium to Mobile Home Park  
Motion made by Member Blair, second by Mayor Nash to remove the moratorium placed on the Mobile Home Park per Ordinance 2012-01.  Member Blair noted to Council the reason why the moratorium was put in place and that all requirements had been met.  Motion passed unanimously.  
d) Street Closing Request for Old Tyme Days – Lyle Hoaglund
         Lyle Hoaglund, representing Old Time Days, handed out the Old Tyme Days schedule of events.     

         He would like to request permission to close the following streets; 
· On Saturday – 6/30 close Clay Street between 4th  and 5th Street from 10 am – 12 noon, he won’t block the intersections; have Adam bring cones or barricades to the area of 4th and Clay.
· On Sunday – 7/01 close 5th Street from Clay to the Alley (in front of the Theatre) from 9am –     

             12:00pm. Then Clay Street between 4th and 5th from 12:00 pm – 3:30 pm.  
         Motion made by  Member Swanson second by Member Bradford to approve the road closings.     

         Member Bradford clarified the street closings.  Motion passed unanimously.  
e) Approval for Fireworks for Marigold Days – Lyle Hoaglund  

Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Swanson to approve the annual fireworks show for Marigold Days on September 8.  In case of rain, the date will move to September 9.  The fireworks will be shot off from Goat Island as in years past.  Motion passed unanimously.
f) Levi Zelinski – Request to change Septic System Compliance Checks

Levi Zelinski, 404 Mantor Drive, is requesting the City to compromise on the septic system compliance check from every year to every 2-3 years.  He just had his put in in 2005 and the cost for an inspection costs $450 - $600 a year.  Member Swanson feels it could be waived to every other year.  Member Bradford agreed.  Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Swanson to change the requirement from every 12 months to every 24 months.  Motion passed with Mayor Nash and Members Bradford, Maxson and Swanson voting for and Member Blair voting against.  
g) Joe Waugh – Insurance Renewal Property/Liability
Joe presented the Council the insurance renewal rates for 2012/2013.  He discussed the tort liability; the limits related to that.  Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Blair to approve the quote as presented.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Swanson to not forego the tort limit and stay with the statute limits and decline the waiver.  Motion passed unanimously.    

h) Park Board Request for Approval for Tree Removal/Replanting
Wendy Claseman, on behalf of the Park Board, is asking permission to use some of the $5,000 CIP line item in the 2012 budget for additional tree removal and replanting in Riverside Park.  They are trying to be more proactive in the removal of the Emerald Ash trees.  They already have $2,400 approved for removal and replanting from a previous request.  They are asking for an additional $1,200 for more removal and $1,200 for replanting.  Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Bradford to approve the reallocation of $2,400 from the Park Boards CIP budget line item for additional tree removal and replanting.  Motion passed unanimously.    
i) Dog Park Fundraising – Wendy Claseman
Wendy reported that the Dog Park Committee is getting some reenergy and members of the Park Board have offered their support and help in any area.  In the fund raising discussion, a potential idea is for offering different levels of sponsorship.  As part of that they would offer a voucher good for their 2013 dog license.  They would still have to bring it in to City Hall with a copy of their rabies certificate but all of that revenue would stay with the dog park group.  Member Bradford didn’t feel why the City couldn’t reciprocate on that since the group is doing a lot of work in fundraising.  Members of the Council supported that.  
j) Resolution 2012-08 A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING A DONATION

Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Swanson to approve Resolution 2012-08 A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING A DONATION.  The donation is for flags donated by Chuck Bradford.  Motion passed with Mayor Nash and Members Blair, Maxson and Swanson voting for and Member Bradford abstaining.  
 k)     Initiative Foundation Donation Request
         The City Council is directing this donation request to the EDA.
 l)     Donation Request for Old FD Radio’s – 
        Member Bradford removed himself from the table.  Chuck Bradford, 420 Bergman Drive,         

        approached the Council as a Member of the National Outdoor Ski Patrol.  He is asking for a     

        donation of the Fire Departments retired radio’s for use on their hill.  They have their current FCC  

        licensing and the equipment would be reprogrammed to their license.  Mayor Nash agreed to 

        donate 6 for this use would be appropriate.  He would like to see someone local be able to use the  

        remaining radio’s.  Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Swanson to approve the   

        donation of 6 radio’s.   Motion passed with Member Bradford abstaining.

· Cami handed out staff evaluations.  They should be returned by the next Council Meeting.  
· Cami is working on recruiting election judges.

· Cami talked to the Council about the requested street projects for 2013 and she would like to know when the Council wants to act on it.  They requested that Adam meet with the Infrastructure Committee to review the projects and decide where to take the additional dollars from.  A motion was made by Member Swanson, second by Member Maxson to approve the additional $5,000 come from the CIP budget.  Member asked some questions regarding how these projects were picked and what is the severity of one versus any other areas.  He is concerned it’s another large dollar amount that we didn’t originally budget for.  There are some questions on some areas of 5th Street that need to be fixed.  They would also like Adam to go through the city wide street report and prioritize them, move the ones that have been fixed, etc.  After discussion, the Council tabled the decision until the Infrastructure Committee meets with Adam.
