MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

6:30 PM
1. Call to Order – Mayor Bradford called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

There was a question on the warrant list about the payment to Significant Digits (handheld yearly maintenance fee).  Motion passed unanimously.

5. Public Concerns

a)  Will Lambert noted his concerns with the traffic at the corner of 4th Street and Clay Street.  He is requesting if a stop sign can be placed instead of the yield sign that is currently there.  Cami will check into this.

b) Carolyn Plank is again requesting that the City put in a dead end sign at the corner of Chestnut and Blanch Street.  This is her 4th request.  Cami will follow up on the status of this.
6. Public Hearing – none
7. Old Business/New Business
a) Dog Park Presentation/Approval
Cresta Melcher, Park Board Chair, presented the final request and plans to move forward with the Dog Park project.  The committee is asking for $10,000 for the project which the EDA has already approved as part of the Rochester Sales Tax money projects.  Council Member Ballard asked that we look at shopping locally for the greenery, at least check on pricing.  Member Maxson said that we don’t need to add more man hours to the staff’s already tight schedule.  

Carolyn Plank – noted that this is a residential area and we don’t need any more barking dogs.  She doesn’t agree with the City tax dollars being spent on this and the smell, traffic and garbage will be a nuisance.  She doesn’t agree with the hours and would like to see it go no later than 8pm.  Has the City looked into other locations?  Who is going to regulate this?
Travis – we don’t need barking dogs during the day.  He works the night shift and sleeps during the day.

Dan Ryan – made a reference to past City Council minutes and discussions.  Many residents didn’t get the survey that was talked about in the handout.  This dog park won’t be self maintained as was previously approved and he asked Council Members if they would like a dog park in their back yard?

Cathy  Sandstrom – She has been a part of this process and appreciates all the work and time that was put in.  She is happy with the 6’ fence that is being presented and her biggest concern is safety which she hopes the fence will take care of.  

Meg Bryngalson – the Rochester dog parks are open from 8am – 5pm.  She feels this will be an asset to our town.

Sue from Kasson – she currently takes her dog to leashes and leads and stops by businesses on the way to and from so she can see people who utilize the park to utilize Mantorville businesses.

Todd Solbert, Kasson – Kasson would welcome this and he feels it is a great opportunity for Mantorville.

Member Ballard noted that the Committee is open to flexible hours so this can be reviewed.  Member Blair thought that the hours seemed flexible enough for everyone to be able to utilize the Park.  Member Swanson said he is against the Park and it will devalue homes in the area.  Mayor Bradford reiterated the request is for $5,000 from the Rochester Sales Tax money as a match with the City of Kasson’s contribution and another $5,000 so they can put up a 6’ fence and include the greenery buffer to alleviate the neighbors concerns.

Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Ballard to approve the $10,000 from the Rochester Sales Tax dollars to be spent on the Mantorville Dog Park as previously approved and recommended by the Mantorville EDA.   Motion passed with Mayor Bradford and Members Blair and Ballard voting for and Members Swanson and Maxson voting against.

b) Anthony Hofstad – Eagle Scout Project

Anthony Hofstad presented his final plans for the Eagle Scout Project to the City Council.  He will be putting in 3 flag poles with a bench and sidewalk.  Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Maxson to approve the final project as presented.  Motion passed unanimously.  
c) RFP Legal Services – Set up Review/Interviews
Mayor Bradford, Member Swanson and Cami will review the RFP’s received and bring back a recommendation to Council to move forward.

d) Fire Truck Sale – Award Sale
No bids were received.  The Council unanimously approved for the Fire Department to go ahead and get rid of the vehicle as they see fit.
