1. Call to Order – Mayor Bradford called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

2. Pledge of Allegiance - Done
3. Additions/Deletions to Agenda - none
4. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Blair to approve the consent agenda as follows:

Member Swanson commented that he felt the MCFOA Training Memo is important and staff should attend to keep up to date on things.  Motion passed unanimously.
5. Public Concerns 
Arlene Wallin – asked about the removal of the washers/dryers from their property and did anyone know what happened to them.  Member Maxson noted that he did.  

She is requesting something to be done with the vacated Blanch Street so they can have access to their 20 acres.  It is not fair that they cannot get to their land.  There is a waterway that separates the property but it is one single tax ID #.  Council directed Cami to look into this.  

Ryan Christianson – Ryan addressed the Council with his continued concerns of the drainage problems along West Street, North of 9th.  Standing water remains above ground, and the street is now washing into his yard.  He has not seen any further plans or heard any further discussions about what the City is going to do.  Mayor Bradford explained that when we found the broken tile last year, which was fixed, we thought this took care of most of the problem and we had not heard anymore since then so we thought it was fixed.  After discussion it was determined that, an Infrastructure meeting should be set up to include the City Engineer, Adam and Ryan.  Information from this meeting will be discussed at the July 15 City Council Meeting.
6. Public Hearing - None
7. Old Business/New Business

a) Joe Waugh - City Property/Liability Insurance Renewal
Joe Waugh, Waugh & Associates, discussed with the Council the renewal for 2013/2014.  Premiums were relatively the same as last year.  Mayor Bradford asked about having an analysis done on everything and Joe responded that it was just done in 2010 and nothing has really changed so it will not change the numbers. Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Maxson to not change the tort limit.  Motion passed unanimously.  

Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Maxson to not include the sewer backup option.  Motion passed with Mayor Bradford and Members Blair, Maxson, and Swanson voting for and Member Ballard against.

The City could purchase the umbrella coverage of another 1,000,000 for $2,200.  Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Ballard to not buy the additional umbrella coverage.  Motion passed unanimously.

Joe will get with the Fire Department and Public Works Department to review current actual equipment on hand and bring the information back to Council.  
b) KOMET Athletic Supporters

Kent Harfmann & Tim Sheeran approached the Council to see what the interest level would be for the placement of a sign in City limits recognizing the efforts of those KM athletic groups that win state championships.  Mayor Bradford suggested approaching  the Joint Ventures group for this.  Council Members agreed.  Mayor Bradford will talk to JV and get back with Kent and Tim on this.    

c) Recommendation of New Fire Department Member
The Personnel Committee is making the recommendation to approve Matt Jennison to the Mantorville Fire Department.  Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Swanson to approve the new applicant.  Member Ballard asked about the training costs and other costs associated with bringing on new Fire Personnel.  A friendly amendment by Mayor Bradford that approval becomes contingent upon a clean background check.  Member Maxson accepts the friendly amendment.  Motion passed unanimously.  
d) Update on City of Rochester Sales Tax Project

Council Members discussed and were updated on the City of Rochester Council Meeting and their approval to continue with the Sales Tax Distribution Project.

e) Computer Purchase Public Works

Council Members discussed the different options for replacement of the Public Works computer.  Discussion on a desktop, laptop or tablet.  Motion made by Mayor Bradford, second by Member Swanson to approve the purchase of a lap top for the public works department.  Motion passed with Mayor Bradford and Members Swanson, Maxson and Blair voting for and Member Ballard voting against.      
f) Schedule Fall Retreat
Typically, the Council meets before the first council meeting in September when the preliminary budget needs to be set.  Members are to review their schedules and a date will be set at the next meeting.  
g) Resolution 2013-11 A RESOLUTION OF SUPPORT FOR A JOINT PROJECT TO CONSOLIDATE WASTE WATER FACILITIES
Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Maxson to approve Resolution 2013-11 contingent on the changing of the two cities in the last paragraph.  Motion passed unanimously.

They have been busy mowing parks & taking care of ball fields; they burned the brush dump; trees will be coming down in Riverside Park; Swenke came to town and did some patching from  water breaks; fixing some of the concrete at the dam; had some call backs from the storm; and they are getting ready for Old Tyme Days. 
b) City Clerk Report

The City has received a request from a potential resident about the building of an oversized structure on a larger lot in City limits.  Would the City Council give preliminary approval of a variance for the structure and what would their requirements be?  The requestor stated that it would be built to match the current home as much as possible.  Mayor Bradford said he would like to see it at the same height as the house; roof line same as existing home and that it doesn’t look out of place in the existing neighborhood.  Members noted that they would be open to this request and it would go through the public hearing process but there is no guarantee that it would be approved.
