4. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Swanson to approve the consent agenda as follows:

7. Old Business/New Business
a) 2014/2015 Property Insurance Renewal – Joe Waugh
Joe Waugh, City Insurance Agent, reviewed the renewal for the 2014/2015 Property Insurance.  Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Ballard to keep the current tort limit in place and not increase additional limits.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Swanson to accept the proposal presented declining the umbrella coverage.  Motion passed unanimously.  

Joe spoke about the EDA being an additional insured under our current policy.  The League doesn’t charge for celebrations.  The League does not cover fireworks which is why the MRA needs to take care of that.  Any Vendor that will be at the Stagecoach Days event needs to provide the City with a certificate of insurance naming the City as the additional insured.  The EDA does not need to take out additional insurance coverage for the Stagecoach Days event.

Joe explained the Accident Insurance quote presented which will cover all City Volunteers, Members of Advisory Boards and Committees.  It’s a $100,000 policy which the City can choose to provide just the basic coverage or the basic coverage plus medical.  Motion made by Member Ballard not to accept the Accident Coverage.  Motion died for lack of a second.  Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Swanson to accept the proposal for $123.  Member Ballard feels that there are no other volunteer organizations that have coverage on volunteers and people are directly responsible so why should we have it.  Mayor Bradford stated that this is a good cover all our bases type thing to help protect us.  For the minimal amount it’s better to have it in place.  Member Ballard reiterated that there are no other volunteer organizations that have this and we shouldn’t waste the money.   We should choose to go with a waiver form for all volunteers to sign.  Motion passed with Mayor Bradford and Members Blair, Maxson and Swanson voting for and Member Ballard voting against. 

b) Approval for Fireworks – Marigold Days – Lyle Hoagland
 Lyle Hoaglund approached the Council to ask for permission to have fireworks shot off from goat island on Saturday, September 6 at 8:30 pm.  The vendor that the MRA uses is required to have their own insurance.  Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Swanson to approve the Fireworks.  Motion passed unanimously.  

Lyle noted that next year is the 50th anniversary and they would like to put on a larger show, more money on fireworks so if we have any thoughts on things we would like to see to let them know.  

c) McKean House Demolition Permit/Building Inspection Report; Scott and Karrie Berg
Information was provided to the Council regarding the current condition, inspection report, and demolition permit submitted by Scott and Karrie Berg on the building they own at 520 Main Street North known as the McKean House.  A letter and all information was sent to SHPO for their comment before the City can issue the building permit.  No comments were made by Council at this time.

· Park Board – Cresta Melcher was present as part of the Park Board and Dog Park Committee.  She updated the Council and handed out information for the final proposal which is due to come to Council at the next meeting.  Both the Park Board and the EDA have approved the final proposal.  They will ask for approval to build the dog park and to use the Sales Tax Dollars earmarked for this project.

· Member Ballard – noted that at the last meeting the City Council approved taking money out of CIP for the sidewalks.  What are we cutting out of the budget this year in order to take that money as we didn’t have any extra money in CIP to pay for sidewalks this year.  Member Blair noted that the discussion was on the money coming out over time but not necessarily this year.  The money earmarked to come out of CIP is for the evaluation of streets and sidewalks and there is money in the CIP for this.  Member Ballard disagrees that there is no additional money after we pay for the 7th Street project and the Sewer project.  Mayor Bradford noted that there was some insurance premium dollars that the City was refunded and worst case scenario, we could take from that.
