1. Call to Order – Mayor Nash called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

4.  Consent Agenda – Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Swanson to approve the consent agenda as follows:

Member Bradford discussed the reimbursement from the BCBS Claims Margin Return and he recommends that it should be earmarked to go into the Storm Water Fund.  It’s not a lot of money but every bit counts.  Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Blair to put the refund dollars into the Storm Water fund.   Motion passed unanimously.  

Motion passed unanimously to approve the consent agenda.

a)  WWTP Break Even Study Report – WHKS

Tim Hruska, City Engineer from WHKS, handed out the previously requested report on a break even study for options on the WWTP.  The following options were discussed:  


Maintenance Only Project – this option does not address an additional storage tank.  If Phosphorous limits come into play, we would be required to add a storage tank.  This option allows us to replace some outdated equipment to a 20 year life span.  The estimated cost $970,000.

On Site Plant Improvements to meet new limit and replace remaining equipment – this would trigger a class B plant. We are currently a class C.  The OM&R increases 50% due to additional time needed by staff for additional testing required.  The estimated cost is $2,071,000.  


Pump to Kasson is the third option.  The estimated cost is $1,200,000 from the 2007 study.  Kasson would require a connection fee which is currently $900,000.  

The breakeven point between plant improvements and pumping to Kasson is 2026.  Council discussed the options.  They discussed the adding of homes along the way from Mantorville to Kasson and the availability of the pipe.  Would it be feasible to install multiple pipes in relation to the initial pipe to account for future growth?  Mayor Nash asked what the next step should be.  The Council needs to decide if they want to proceed with discussions from Kasson or go with the on-site maintenance.  Dave Leth has noted that the aeration blowers are getting worn out.  

Mayor Nash recommend to Council Members to review everything and put this on as the discussion topic for the fall retreat and for Council to approve a direction at the first council meeting after that.  Member Swanson asked about a lagoon system and recommends we look at that.  Tim noted that it isn’t a logical option and that’s why it wasn’t ever included as an option.  The cost would most likely be higher and he doesn’t thing that the PCA likes those.    


After further discussion, the City Council suggested having a public meeting to show the citizens the information and gather their feedback.  Council would like to have Mike Bubany come to the first meeting in August and then schedule the public input meeting for the meeting after that.  Mayor Nash noted that he would really like to hear what the citizens of Mantorville have to say about these options.    


b)  7th Street Study; Golfview; West St. N. of 9th – WHKS

The Engineers Report for reconstruction of 7th Street, West and Golf View Drive was handed out.  The complete report is on file at City Hall.  


7th Street Reconstruction – The report shows assessments at 25% of the street portion of that project which requires the engineers report to show this in the feasibility study.  Tim reviewed the report and how they came up with the assessment portions.  The City’s current assessment is very outdated, from 1985.  The report outlines the project costs including assessments and how it would affect each parcel.  Different options are listed in the report and the Council has the option of phasing in the project.

Tim reviewed West Street North of 9th. This has been looked at since 2008.  The wetland delineation is not included in the costs and would have to be dealt with as part of this project.  Estimated cost is $188,300 and it would be 100% assessable if the Council so choose.  The project would include curb, gutter, and storm sewer piping improvements.  

Ryan Christianson, 912 West Street, was present to ask some questions.  He recently moved into a new home that he had built along there and he is concerned about the drainage issues.  Ryan asked to have something put in the notes about a conversation he had with Jim Maxson on that previous Friday, July 5.  He wants it noted that they talked about the options for the drain tile and Jim mentioned that he would be willing to move that drain tile that comes from the farm.  He doesn’t know if that was a City decision or a personal decision.  Jim noted that he was thinking about this, he doesn’t know if he can.  Mayor Nash noted that this is a project that is not on the City’s short list of things to do but we wanted to have the updated numbers for the citizens to see.  


Tim reviewed the Golf View Drive Road project.  The project would include reclaiming the existing pavement and underlying aggregate base material.  The estimated cost is $76,800 with 25% assessments as a possible partial revenue source if the City decides to do so.      


Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Bradford to accept the Engineers Report for Reconstruction of 7th Street, West Street, and Golf View Drive.  Motion passed unanimously.   

c)  Resolution 2012-09 Appointing Election Judges


Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Blair to approve Resolution 2012-09, A RESOLUTION APPOINTING ELECTION JUDGES.  Motion passed unanimously.

d)  Resolution 2012-10 Calling a Public Hearing on a Street Vacation


Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Swanson to approve Resolution 2012-10, A RESOLUTION SETTING A PUBLIC HEARING ON A STREET VACATION.  Motion passed unanimously.  The public hearing for vacating a portion of Bluff Street between 4th Street and the Southerly right of way of 5th Street will take place on September 10, 2012 starting @ 6:45 pm.  Because the street abuts a public water way, the DNR requires 60 days written notice.


e)  Franchise Fee Ordinance Drafts/Approval; Electric & Gas 

The Council was presented draft Franchise Fee Ordinances based on previous discussions.  There is still some review that needs to take place on a couple of items with the Attorneys for the City and Utility Companies.  If Council Members have any further input, please sent that to Cami.  This is tabled until the next meeting.


f)  Consideration of Rental Space


The City has been asked to consider the renting out of the 10 X 12 office area only of the shop next to the City plant.  This is for a temporary basis, 6 – 8 months.  Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Bradford to approve this.  A friendly amendment made by Mayor Nash that the Council directs the Finance Committee to come up with a reasonable fee for this.  The renter only needs to have electricity to the building, no other utility.  Motion passes unanimously along with the friendly amendment.

b)  City Clerk Report – Cami reported on the following:
· June 27th we met with the County regarding cities HRA needs in Dodge County.  Discussion will continue with the County and cities.  
· Fire Department has filed an amendment to their 2008 AFG Grant to purchase two more portable radios in the amount of $ 5,450.  The City will need to pay the initial bill but will get reimbursed by FEMA.  

· The Fire Department has submitted their 2012 AFG Grant for 5 portable radios and 2 radio repeaters in the amount of $26,625.  Grant would pay 95% and relief to pay the other 5%. 

· SEMLM Meeting scheduled for July 31 at the Hubbell House.  City is hosting.  

· NNO is scheduled for August 7 from 6-9 pm in Riverside Park.

· Filing for Council opens on July 31 and ends on August 14.  4 seats are up for election.
