MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY JULY 15, 2013
6:30 PM

1. Call to Order – Mayor Bradford called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

4. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Blair to approve the consent agenda as follows:

Member Ballard questioned the cost of the docking station for the laptop.  She requested that the departments be added in the warrant list descriptions.  Motion passed unanimously.
5. Public Concerns 

Paul Larsen is requesting chloride be put down at the Riverside Park to control the dust for the Farmers Market and during Marigold Days.  Cami will verify that we do this and when and will let Paul know.  
6. Public Hearing - None
7. Old Business/New Business

a) Tom Ferry – Greek Revival Bldg. Utility Connection

Tom Ferry approached the Council and talked about his history with the City and with the MRA since he arrived in 1956.  He noted things that the MRA funded, how supportive the City was in the early days and how many things the MRA does that many are not aware of.  He is requesting that the Council reconsider the previous request for hook up to the city sewer and water.  He is requesting 100% waiving of the connection fee.  Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Swanson to change the previous approved request and completely defer the connection fee for the Greek Revival Building.    
Member Blair noted that we already decided this and now there is new information and a perspective on that.  He isn’t sure if tonight is the night to make that vote again.  Mayor Bradford agreed with that.  He is concerned that they would be setting precedence that the Council’s decisions are never final.  John Olive stated, we are there for you, be there for us.    
Member Blair moved to table this until next week so they can consider the new information that has been brought forward.  A second was made by Member Swanson.  Motion passed unanimously.  

Paul Larsen – President of the MRA spoke on behalf of the MRA and noted the amount of time that went into moving it and even getting it to where it was.  

b) Public Forum Dog Park Funds
Mayor Bradford gave some history of the previous discussions that have taken place to date in regards to the proposed dog park.  The outcome of those discussions and what is noted in the City minutes is that no public funds would be used.  There is some situations that have come up that were not possibilities back then, primarily the potential of using some of the Rochester Sales Tax money which then is not Mantorville tax money.  Kasson now wants to join in on this and has donated dollars towards this.
Dan Ryan, Chestnut Street Resident, asked what is this going to do to the sale of the land at the water tower.  He also noted the number of dogs currently on Chestnut Street and the amount of barking that goes on now.  It will just increase noise when you bring in a dog park.  He has never seen a dog park in a residential area right behind houses.  

Meg Bryngalsen, member of the dog park committee, noted that they had done some research and found that many of them are in industrial area’s but there are some in residential areas.  

Dan asked what the plans are for volunteering and mowing when the volunteers quit.  Mayor Bradford  noted that if the dog park goes forward and things turn out as not expected, the city has the option of picking up the maintenance themselves or reclaiming the land.  Dan noted his concerns of then using the tax payers dollars and why aren’t we using money towards other things like our streets.  He is also concerned about resale of his house with the dog park being in the back yard.    

Mayor Bradford noted that the agreement from last year was that we would use donations to build the dog park with the understanding that with volunteers and the City, it would be maintained.  More discussion and questions on the location, parking, amount of tax money to go towards the maintenance of this, etc.    
Ell Heusinkveld, 620 Jefferson Street, feels that more people would benefit from other street projects and sidewalk projects with the money than a dog park.    

Mayor Bradford feels we have collected the input we wanted, the next steps are to review this and make a recommendation to the Dog Park Committee on how we want to move forward.  A decision will be made possibly at the next meeting.  
Terry Eckstein, Commissioner on the Mantorville Economic Development Authority,

commented that we’re very positive about the dog park and would like to see the City do as much as possible to develop the Dog Park.  It’s been proven in other communities that it really adds to the community and there tends to be more of a sense of community when you have a dog park.  He urges the City to support the dog park.

d) Recommendation for Part time Temporary Maintenance Person

 Motion made by Mayor Bradford, second by Member Swanson to approve the Personnel Committees recommendation to hire Rey Kuchinka as a temporary part time maintenance person staring immediately at $10.50/hr for 20 hours per week.  Motion passed unanimously.  


e) Work Comp for Elected Officials 
In order to cover elected officials for work comp, the City needs to pass a resolution or ordinance stating such.  Motion made by Member Ballard, second by Member Swanson to approve to add City Council and Mayor onto our work comp policy.  A friendly amendment by Member Blair stating the move to approve specifically Resolution 2013-12.  Discussion on the elected and appointed officials and exactly who are you covering?  And what if there is no wage paid to them, what is the cost?  How specific do we need to be on listing out the groups?  I will clarify what the cost will be.  Motion made by Member Ballard, second by Mayor Bradford to table this until the next meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.

· WWTP Project Update  
The PCA has all the updated numbers from both cities and the additional documentation they have requested.  Kasson submitted their own review requests to the PCA to see what their limits will be for an upgraded facility.  Two cost opinions have been run on two different routes which are coming in close to the original estimates.  Tim also gave Council an update on the bonding bill application.

Tim & Henry met with the Resident; they have talked about an alternative storm water project.  Tim is meeting with the County on some wetland impacts.  Still working on some mechanisms to see what can be done.

· EDA – Mayor Bradford gave an update on the work that Jane Olive is doing with the experience works group.  The EDA is soliciting input for the Mantorville Gems, Past & Present.  Member Swanson updated Council on the new County EDA person that attended the meeting.   

· Fire Department – Don gave an update on training and Fire Department items.   

· KM Joint Powers – held an emergency meeting where they talked about the signage that was requested by the KM Sport groups.  

· MRA – is going have a person coming to look at some items of theirs that need fixing and have asked that the window at the Senior Center get looked at also to see if it can be fixed so they can keep it.  They noted to be sure that SHPO is involved in HWY 57 walls.  Some shingles will be placed on the Greek Revival building and some tuck pointing to be done on various structures.   

· Park Board – some trees were removed Riverside Park, the fence broke in Dennison, and they are looking to spend money on trees in Dennison.  The Park Board had some questions on the lawn mowers.  Mayor Bradford noted the plan is to get the life out of our existing equipment and use lease options in the future.  The south shelter needs to be looked at because the posts are leaning.  Have Dave take a look at and give suggestions for fixing.
