EDA President Karl Huppler was present to discuss the EDA budget and the request for moving funds around within their budget.  There was discussion on the new projector that the EDA had purchased.  Cami will hold the projector at City Hall.

Karl discussed the grant they received from the USDA for $29,000 to establish a revolving loan fund.  The EDA must commit $31,000 and the grant money isn’t given out until a loan is established.  The EDA will be working with Citizens State Bank on establishing the loan.  There are various criteria that must be met in order to be granted the loan.  Karl and the Council discussed the criteria and process of the loan and what are the repercussions for nonpayment.


Karl updated the Council on their current 2012 budget and went through the line items to show them what has been spent and what has not.  He talked about the Tourism Committees request for funds and how that is and will impact the City.  He presented the mantorvilletoursim.com web use statistics from before an ad campaign kicked in and after.  There were significant results from the ad campaigns.  The Tourism Committee is proposing for 3 more ad campaigns with the 1st one being done during the Olympic coverage.  The Chamber is requesting the EDA to split the $2,000 advertising cost.  The EDA would like to cut the walking tour brochure line item budget by $1,000 and increase the City Wide Event support to $1,000 in order to help cover this request.  They would also like to shift $1,000 from other EDA line items for the cost of EDA Administrative Support.

Motion was made by Member Swanson, second by Member Maxson to approve the EDA’s 
request to shift funds to cover Administrative Support.  Motion passed unanimously.  Motion 
made by Member Swanson, second by Member Maxson to approve the EDA’s request to shift 
funds from the walking tour line item to the City Wide Support line item.  Motion passed 
unanimously.
