7. Old Business/New Business
a) Chuck Finn – 315 4th Street West
Chuck Finn approached the Council for a request to reimburse him for the repair costs related to damage to his home from a limb on a City boulevard tree.  During one of the last storms, a tree limb fell knocking part of the power line down and hitting his home at 315 4th Street West.  Mr. Finn incurred $590 worth of repairs.  Cami noted to the Council that she had talked to the insurance agent who said that the City isn’t responsible for damage due to a storm and that he should submit it to his own insurance company.   Council discussed.  Member Maxson asked how can the City not be responsible if it is a City boulevard tree.
Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Swanson that the City cover the full cost and reimburse Mr. Finn.  Council Members discussed.  Member Blair noted a concern of setting precedence and that if we aren’t really liable the way it went, then how can we just offer to do that.  Member Maxson feels this was a City tree and it doesn’t belong to the homeowner.  Council Members agreed to let the insurance companies take care of it.  Motion failed with Members Maxson and Swanson voting for and Mayor Bradford and Members Blair and Ballard voting against.  Cami will submit the claim.       

Mr. Finn also noted several loose limbs in the trees along the alley that need to be removed.

c) JJ Williams – FD Items
JJ Williams, MFRD Chief, approached the Council on the following items;

· There is concern about the water that is used in the building, especially the 
Fire Hall.  They are proposing a filtration system to help with the smell.  They sent some samples out to be tested but he did not have the results of the test with him.  The cost for this without the labor piece of it is $1,850.  It would be a building wide filtration system.  No action was taken and the Council wants to see the test results.

· They will be getting some bottles hydrotested per the maintenance schedule that’s in place.  The cost will be $850 and they have this in their fund.
· The Hydraulic Tools and Jaws of Life will have their annual testing this year.  The cost is $500.  
· He asked where we are with the building repairs.  He reminded Council that there are members of the Fire Department who are willing to donate some time on this.  Mayor Bradford noted that we have talked about it but made no decisions.  This will be added to the Finance Committees discussion list.  
· They sold the Cube Van for $2,500.
