1. Call to Order – Mayor Bradford called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm.

4. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Swanson to approve the consent agenda as follows:

7. Old Business/New Business
a) Mantorville Saloon Requests for Marigold Days
Koreen Seim approached the Council for the request for Marigold Days.  They plan to do just as they did last year; fence off the parking lot to be able to serve alcohol in the parking lot, have a DJ on Friday night, have a bean bag tournament on Saturday, and then on Sunday they usually have the DJ back there and then the Firemen use the mike system for the water fights.  Mayor Bradford confirmed that their license allows this.  The DJ will be from 8pm until 12:30, same as last year.  Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Maxson to allow the request as requested.  Motion passed unanimously.    
b) Tree Removal Request and Approval

Motion made by Member Ballard, second by Member Blair to approve the tree removal proposal by Olson Tree Service with the exception of the clean up, rake and haul of all brush and wood at 314 4th Street and the ones in Riverside Park.  Council Members noted that they would be willing to come down and help with clean up.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Swanson to approve Resolution 2014-12, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A COMMUNITY NON-PROFIT GAMBLING EVENT.  Motion passed unanimously.

Mayor Bradford discussed the proposal submitted for representation of legal prosecution services.  Motion made by Member Blair, second by Mayor Bradford to accept the recommendation for legal prosecution services of David Jacobsen of Hero, Jorstad and Jacobsen.  Motion passed unanimously.

d) Committee Report

· Chamber – Member Ballard reported on Fall Festival, Old Fashioned Christmas, and the pizza stand during Marigold Days.  

· EDA – Mayor Bradford reported on the branding project and the next EDA meeting has been up to August 26 at 6:00 pm.  
· KM Joint Powers – Mayor Bradford updated on the achievement and recognition sign, the future contributions for next year and possible projects to be funded.   
· Park Board – Member Blair reported that they are looking at bleacher items up in Dennison Park.  He is asking permission to spend up to $2,000 of the Park Boards budgeted CIP for replacement trees in Riverside Park.  Discussion on what the Park Board had budgeted and who is paying for tree removal everywhere else.  It was Cami’s intent during budgeting that anything outside of the budget request for trees comes from another line item within the Park Board budget.  Motion made by Member Blair, second by Mayor Bradford to spend up to $2,000 to replant trees back in Riverside Park.  Motion passed unanimously.  Member Ballard clarified that the cost for tree removal at 314 4th Street and 901 Main Street come from line item 401 (repair and maintenance) under the Park Board and the remaining Park Board request will come from line item 500 (Capital Outlay).  

Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Swanson to spend $1,200 out of the RV Fund to plant a screen of bushes along the alley in the RV Park.  This was not a budgeted item but the Park Board feels this needs to be done and the RV Fund has plenty to cover this.  Member Ballard is concerned with flooding and wiping them out.  There will be 7 or 8 planted in between the current pine trees there.  This shouldn’t be a problem as it’s not a high flow area.  Motion passed with Mayor Bradford and Members Blair, Swanson and Maxson voting for and Member Ballard voting against.  Member Ballard would like to see things bought more locally.

· Member Maxson – has been going around quite a bit when the trees were being pulled out of the water and they were doing a heck of a good job.  He thought they should be recommended for doing such a good job.
