1. Call to Order – Mayor Bradford called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

4. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Ballard to approve the consent agenda as follows:

Council briefly discussed the notice from the State on the 2014 Certified LGA notice.  Motion passed unanimously.

6. Public Hearing - None
7. Old Business/New Business

a) Mantorville Saloon Liquor License Premise Extension for Marigold Days
Scott Seim, owner of the Mantorville Saloon, approached the Council to discuss and get permission for allowing alcohol off the liquor-licensed premise during Marigold Days.  Their plan is to have a DJ in the parking lot on September 6th from 8:30-12:30, a bean bag tournament on the 7th from 12 noon until well before the Fireman’s Dance and then the DJ again on the 8th after the parade until 8:00 pm.  Their plan is to fence in the parking lot.    Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Maxson to approve the extension.  Member Ballard would like to talk about how many decibels of volume they can have.  Member Ballard said she would look into this.  The City will work with the Seim’s on the decibel level.  Motion passed unanimously.  
September 28th – Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Maxson to allow the Saloon consumption in the parking lot on September 28th for a requested Bean Bag Tournament.  They would fence in the area so no alcohol could leave.  A friendly amendment by Member Blair to add the time of 12 noon until 8 pm.  Motion passed unanimously.  
b) Street Closings for Marigold Days – Lyle Hoaglund
Lyle was present to discuss the annual Marigold Days Street Closings.  The request is for the following:

· From 4th Street at Hwy 57 to the alley between West and Clay.  Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Blair to allow this all day as needed on Friday and then from 6pm Friday – 8pm Sunday.  Motion passed unanimously.  

· Clay Street from 5th Street West to where it curves at 3rd Street by the Park.  Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Swanson to allow this from 6 am – 10 pm on both Saturday and Sunday.  Motion passed unanimously.  
· For Sunday, 5th Street between Highway 57 – West Street for the Car Show from 7 am – 12 pm, and then from Highway 57 – Clay Street from 12 noon – 4 pm.  Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Swanson to approve this.  Motion passed unanimously.  

· Motion made by Mayor Bradford, second by Member Swanson to allow no parking signs to be posted along the parade route from approximately 12 noon – 4 pm on Sunday.  Motion passed unanimously.  

c) Resolution 2013-12 

Member Blair submitted some wording to add to the last paragraph of the Resolution as previously discussed.  The intent is to alleviate people from going out and doing things on their own and not getting permission.  Members discussed.  Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Maxson to approve Resolution 2013-12, A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE EXTENSION OF WORKERS COMPENSATION TO ELECTED OFFICIALS.  Motion passed unanimously.

a) Public Works Report – None 
b) City Clerk Report – Cami reported the status of the collapsed barn structure.  The resident was planning to have it down but found a problem and needs to hire a contractor.  She did not have a date available to report on.  Members discussed.  Council said to send a letter to the owner and tell them they have until September 2 to have it removed.  Cami is to contact a couple of contractors and find one who can be ready to take it down on September 3 if it is not already done.

d) Committee Report

· Chamber – talked street closures and Marigold Days.

· KM Joint Powers – approved up to $8,000 to add new fencing for Dennison Field; looking at doing some signs recognizing athletic achievements from KM students, looking at possible sights; the vending trailer has been updated and is available for non profits with no charge except with a deposit.  

· Park Board – talked budgeting issues and the next meeting is on the 20th.   
e) Council Member Report

· Member Ballard – asked about the Dog Park petition and will we do anything with that? Mayor Bradford noted that we will move forward with discussion with the EDA  on the financial piece of it.  There was additional discussion on the new petition and the reasons that people are showing a concern.  She also asked about 7th Street and when we will be looking at this.  It will be on the retreat agenda.  She updated Council on the SEMLM meeting and noted a close relationship between City Officials and State Reps/Senators.

His starting salary will be $17.50 per hour with a .50 cent raise upon obtaining his CDL.  He will be on probation for 6 months and will be reviewed after that is completed.  Additional wage increases will be discussed at that time.
