Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Mayor Nash to approve AN ORDINANCE GRANTING TO NORHERN STATES POWER COMPANY, A MINNESOTA CORPORATION, D/B/A XCEL ENERGY, ITS SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS, PERMISSION TO CONSTRUCT, OPERATE, REPAIR AND MAINTAIN IN THE CITY OF MANTORVILLE, MINNESOTA, AN ELECTRIC DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM AND TRANSMISSION LINES, INCLUDING NECESSARY POLES, LINES FIXTURES AND APPURTENANCES, FOR THE FURNISHING OF ELECTRIC ENERGY TO THE CITY, ITS INHABITANTS, AND OTHERS, AND TO USE THE PUBLIC GROUNDS AND PUBLIC WAYS OF THE CITY FOR SUCH PURPOSES.  Motion passed with Mayor Nash and Members Maxson, Swanson and Blair voting for and Member Bradford voting against.

Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Mayor Nash to approve AN ORDINANCE IMPLEMENTING AN ELECTRIC SERVICE FRANCHISE FEE ON NORTHERN STATES POWER COMPANY, A MINNESOTA CORPORATION, D/B/A XCEL ENERGY, ITS SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS, FOR PROVIDING ELECTRIC SERVICE WITHIN THE CITY OF MANTORVILLE.  Motion passed with Mayor Nash and Members Maxson, Swanson, and Blair voting for and Member Bradford voting against.

Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Mayor Nash to approve AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A FRANCHISE FEE ON NATURAL GAS UTILITY COMPANIES OPERATING IN THE CITY OF MANTORVILLE, STATE OF MINNESOTA.  Motion passed with Mayor Nash and Members Maxson, Swanson, and Blair voting for and Member Bradford voting against.  
b) Mike Bubany – CIP Plan Update WWTP & 7th Street

Mike Bubany, City Financial Consultant from David Drown & Associates, was present to discuss with the Council the cost outlook to the City on the two options previously presented for the WWTP project; upgrading our current plant or pumping to Kasson.    

Council discussed the pros and cons of a sanitary sewer district; getting rid of the headache of running the plant; don’t need to worry about staffing; that pipe would open up connection possibilities; we would have control over the pipe to Kasson; if we didn’t have a sanitary sewer district, we would have an agreement in place which is typically set for 20-50 years; there is certainty connecting to Kasson versus staying here; we don’t know what rules the MPCA is going to put in place or when.   

The Council needs to make a decision and pursue which option they want to go with.      
c) Request for Antenna Placement on Water Tower

A local business is requesting to put up an antenna on the water tower.  It is the consensus of the Council to allow this to take place.  We will work with our engineer and attorney to come up with the placement and language for the contract.
