MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY AUGUST 25, 2014
6:30 PM
1. Call to Order – Mayor Bradford called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm..
Members Present: Chuck Bradford, Henry Blair, Jim Maxson, and Barb Ballard.

Member Ballard asked about the biosolids testing.  Cami will follow up on this.  Motion passed unanimously.
5. Public Concerns 
Tom Gall spoke with regards to the 2008 drainage study that was done, specifically about the project being done on 7th Street.  The study identified two items there were downstream of 7th street that needed to be taken care of.  Specifically the drainage and lack of capacity that is in the system to deal with water that was going into the system.  He is present to urge the Council to take action on that 2008 drainage study.   There was no action stated in the study for the area between 7th and 9th Street as being needed.  Real problems in the flow are identified at 6th Street.  He submitted a letter from a resident who was unable to be present tonight.  Please think about where you have drainage problems in existence today because when that water backs up, it can cause damage to people’s property.  
Bill Reding spoke that he sat on the Council when we did the drainage study and it was agreed by the engineer firm that you start at the river and work your way up.  We are skipping and there is already a flood problem in his yard (220 6th Street West).  Doing this project will increase the water flow, even though we say it won’t.    
6. Public Hearing - none
7. Old Business/New Business
a) Girl Scouts Request – Ann Tuma
Ann Tuma and her daughter Rachel were present on behalf of the KM Girl Scouts.  They are requesting to put up ribbons again this year as part of the Kindness campaign.  The campaign is to promote kindness, kind of an anti bullying campaign.  The campaign date is October 5 – 11.  Ribbons will be placed in Riverside Park, on some light poles along Main Street and on the bridge.  Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Ballard to approve the ribbons being placed as requested.  Motion passed unanimously.  

b) Will Lambert – Kasson Public Library

Will was present on behalf of the Kasson Library and the whole surrounding area.  They are approaching local governmental agencies to ask for assistance with funding for the new library.  They still need to raise about $367,000.  Whatever amount that the City of Mantorville could help with would be appreciated.  The City will discuss this during their budget talks.  
c) Walnut Street Drainage Project Easements

Tim Hruska, City Engineer, updated the Council that we have obtained easements from all but 1 property owner.  The City could lose out on the cost that has been expended on materials already bought.  The 3 options available to Council at this time is; 1.  Completely stop the project, 2.  Proceed under a prescriptive easement, and 3.  Avoid the one 1 property and proceed with it by working around it.  

Bill Reding asked for clarification that the current drainage way is outside of the current easement?  Tim responded yes it is.  Tom Gall noted that there is a 4th option that has not been discussed but was discussed a long time ago.  That is putting in a culvert between 9th and 7th Street which allows the owners not to have a drainage ditch at all in their yards which completely takes this all away.  You have stuff downstream that needs to be taken care of first.  Tom Gall submitted a letter from a resident who couldn’t be here tonight.  More comments and discussion took place.  

Member Ballard asked what Tim’s opinion was on the comments made.  He noted that the channel between 6th Street and 7th Street was never a project option.  The project planned for 6th Street, Council discussed previously to do in 2015 or 2016.  It is an option the Council can go down but it was not planned.  The 2008 study outlined 4 major projects.  2 of the projects have been completed.   Tim discussed how the Council came to the plan they have currently for the drainage ditch.     
Jodie Starch commented that she is happy that this project is going to happen but she doesn’t want to see anyone have water problems due to it.  What options are available in order to not increase flooding problems?  Discussion took place on various options.  Tim was asked what the potential cost for the 6th Street culvert project would be.  He said a really rough estimate would be about $60,000 - $70,000.  Council discussed the options and how they want to proceed.  Mayor Bradford suggested that we wait on making a decision for 2 weeks.  In that time we will get a rough estimate on the cost of the 6th street culvert project and schedule a public meeting on the new scope of the project in order to provide input.  The Council will then make the final decision 4 weeks from today and decide how to move forward.  
Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Ballard to authorize Tim to get quotes for the 6th Street culvert project.  Motion passed unanimously.  Cami is to send a public notice to the newspaper, Tim should plan to come back in two weeks, and the Finance committee will get together and see where the rest of the possible project cost will come from.
