7.  Old Business/New Business
a) Lyle Hoaglund, Marigold Days Street Closure Requests

Lyle was present to request street closures for the Marigold Days Events.  Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Maxson to approve the following road closure request; starting Friday morning through Sunday, 4th Street from Highway 57 up to alley between Clay and West Street.  Motion passed unanimously.  
Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Bradford to approve the following road closure request; on Sunday, 5th Street from Highway 57 to West Street for the car show until noon.  Then 5th Street from highway 57 to Clay Street for the Fire Departments water wars from noon until complete.  Motion passed unanimously.  

It is the consensus of the Council to allow the water tower property to be used for the assembly of the parade on Sunday
b) Mantorville Township – Fire Contracts 
Andy Buckwalter, Kevin Dohrman, and Loren Castner, Mantorville Township, attended the meeting to ask about Township Fire Contracts.  They would like to see 3 years done again as that works well.  A proposal will be sent to them in September and Council reps will attend the October meeting.

c) JJ Williams – FD Requests
· FD Resignation – Aaron Forthun submitted his resigned; 
· Radio Personal Responsibility Policy – the department created a radio take home policy for those that live in the rural areas of town that could respond quicker to a call; first responder bags would be given to those people; looking for approval from council for the take home policy.  Mayor Nash would like a week or two to review this further.  This request will be tabled until the next meeting and any questions should be brought forward for the next Council meeting.  
· Road Closure for Marigold Days Fire Department Dance; Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Blair to allow 5th Street out front of the Fire Hall to be closed for the dance as in previous years from 6pm – 2 am.  Traffic will be diverted through the campground.  Motion passed unanimously.  
· Junior FF Request – Erin Schlothauer, Junior FF, has requested to do ride a long’s with the First Responders.  She would not do any patient care, would just observe.  The FD is ok with it if the Council is.  She is CPR certified.  Member Bradford feels there is an area of liability but that there is some benefit to the community.   
· Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Maxson to approve spending up to $2,500 for a 3,000 gallon port a tank for the FD.  Motion passed unanimously.    
d) Finance Committee Recommendation for Sewer Dept. Camera

Motion made by Mayor Nash, second by Bradford to approve the purchase of a new sewer                   camera up to $7,550.  Member Swanson did not agree as he feels we can borrow from Kasson.  It was explained that Kasson borrows from us.  Motion passed with Mayor Nash and Members Bradford, Blair and Maxson voting for and Member Swanson voting against.
