b) City Cell Phone Policy
Motion made by Member Blair, second by Mayor Bradford to approve the City Cell Phone Policy.  This policy adds a monthly cellular telephone stipend of $40 to those employees that choose to use their own personal cell phone instead of being issued a City cell phone.  Council discussed.  A friendly amendment was accepted by Member Blair and Mayor Bradford changing the leave status for allowance from 60 days to 31 days.  Motion passed unanimously.  
c) 2014 Budget
Council discussed.  The Fire Department submitted their budget requests.  Council discussed the grant dollars and where the City share might come from.  Cami added the $4,000 as a separate line item.  Council asked that the FD take the dollars from the already budgeted Capital Outlay or Tools and Minor Equipment.  Council also asked that the line item designating $10,000 to the sewer fund be added under transfers.  Council will continue discussions on the budget.
