6.  Public Hearing



a)  6:45 pm – City Code Section 150.072 Commercial District


Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Swanson to close the regular meeting at 6:45 PM and open the Public Hearing.  Motion passed unanimously.  


The City Council received written input on the proposed code amendment.  The first request is to amend item C. 11; allow a first floor residence either as a conditional use permit or as an allowed use.  Currently it is listed as a conditional use that an apartment above the first floor may be allowed as long as the first level is a permitted use in the district.  Council Members discussed this request.  Mayor Nash stated that he would like to have some standard of separation between commercial and residential.  Members agreed to keep it written as it is in the code.  

The second request is to add as an allowed use the following; Light manufacturing where all processing, fabricating, assembly, or disassembly of items takes place wholly within an enclosed building.  Typical items for processing, fabricating, assembly, or disassembly include but are not limited to apparel, home accessories, food, drapes, clothing, accessories, bedspreads, decoration, artificial plants, jewelry, instruments, computers, and electronic devices.  Council Members felt that could be added.


Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Blair to close the Public Hearing and go back into regular session at 7:01 pm.  Motion passed unanimously.   


The regular session was called to order by Mayor Nash.  Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Bradford to approve the draft ordinance as presented with the addition of item #26 as written above as an allowed use.  Motion passed unanimously.

b) Preliminary 2013 Budget Levy – RESOLUTION 2012-14, A RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE PROPOSED PROPERTY TAX LEVY COLLECTIBLE IN THE YEAR 2013
The Finance Committee is proposing a 5% preliminary levy increase for the 2013 budget.  The City will continue to work on the budget numbers before the final one needs to be approved in December. Motion passed unanimously.  .  

c) Radio Personal Responsibility Policy – tabled last meeting
Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Blair to approve the Mantorville Fire & Rescue Departments 800 MHZ Radios Personal Responsibility Policy.  Motion passed unanimously.  
d) Zumbro Bend Rendezvous Riverside Park Use 
An update was given and a reminder that the Zumbro Bend Rendezvous will be utilizing Riverside Park from September 20 – 23.  Council approved that.
e) Ryan Christianson 
Ryan Christianson approached the Council on the water drain issue on West Street.  All of the families on the street are against the costly project.  There was a meeting set up for the infrastructure committee but not everyone showed up.  He is present tonight to ask for a solution to the drainage problem.  He feels he has been bullied by the City.  
The residents in that area don’t mind a smaller project of $5,000 - $10,000 but they can’t afford a large project.  Member Bradford and Member Maxson will meet tonight with Mr. Christianson, after the Council Meeting, and then they will meet with Tim, and bring back a recommendation to the Council at the next meeting.
