MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY SEPTEMBER 22, 2014
6:30 PM
1. Call to Order – Mayor Bradford called the meeting to order at 6:30 
Members Present: Chuck Bradford, Henry Blair, Jim Maxson, Don Swanson and Barb Ballard
Others Present: Lynette Dahms, Tom & Paula Dahms, Sherry Roth, Gretta Becay and Cami Reber.
2. Pledge of Allegiance - Done
3. Additions/Deletions to Agenda - None
4. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Maxson to approve the consent agenda as follows:
a) City Council Meeting Minute’s September 8, 2014 
b) Warrant List  September 22, 2014
c) Dodge County Board of Commissioners Meeting Agenda September 23, 2014
Member Ballard noted the change in the name from the last paragraph of the previous Council Minutes to Member Swanson.  She also questioned the cost of the dog park receptacles.  Motion passed unanimously.

6. Public Hearing - none
7. Old Business/New Business
a) Dahms Property – Cemetery Road Septic Systems

The property located at 314 Cemetery Road is in need of a septic system replacement before the owners can officially sell it.  Lynette Dahms asked if the City could provide a waiver, and allow them to upgrade now with their septic and not have to connect to City services if and when they become available within the next 25 years.  Council discussed the request and how they want to handle future connections in the Cemetery Road area.  There is a feasibility study being worked on currently for the connection of the Golfview and Cemetery Road area sewer systems once the City runs its line to Kasson.      
Member Blair noted that there is not enough information to move forward at this time to make connection mandatory.   We also cannot guarantee what will happen in the future regarding these connections.  Our current ordinance states that as soon as a line is available, the property must connect.  The Dahm’s are requesting to get a better in depth number for them to take to the bank.  A meeting will be set up with the City engineer in the next couple of weeks so this can be looked at.    
Council discussed future septic system non compliance reports being brought forward between now and when we have the line available.  Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Maxson to request the county ask for the City’s permission to grant permits for septic systems in City limits.  Members discussed the timing of this to come to the City.  Member Blair amended the motion to add that the County informs us as soon as they become aware and does not sign off of any permit until approved by the City.  Motion passed unanimously.  
b) Resolution 2014-14 A RESOLUTION REAUTHORIZING MEMBERSHIP IN THE 4M FUND
Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Swanson to approve Resolution 2014-14, A RESOLUTION REAUTHORIZING MEMBERSHIP IN THE 4M FUND.  Member Ballard asked for clarification.  Cami explained that this is one financial institution that we currently keep some of our investments.  The managing company has changed from RBC to PMA and that requires a reauthorization resolution.  Member Ballard asked why we really want to be in this, has the legal team reviewed everything as the wording might of changed.  She would like all of the information reviewed by the City Legal Advisors.  Member Blair noted that it seems pretty straight forward; it lists where the funds go and he didn’t feel it needed more deeper thought than that.  It looks in line and we have been with them for many years; they already have our money.  Motion passed with Mayor Bradford and Members Blair, Maxson and Swanson voting for and Member Ballard voting against.          
c) Resolution 2014-15 A RESOLUTION TO APPROVE FUND TRANSFERS FOR THE YEAR 2014

Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Blair to approve Resolution 2014-15, A RESOLUTION TO APPROVE FUND TRANSFERS FOR THE YEAR 2014.  A friendly amendment by Member Blair to approve the transfer of items 1-7 and 9-10 listed on the resolution.  Accepted by Member Swanson.  Motion passed unanimously.  
d) 2015 Preliminary Budget

Council discussed the preliminary budget.  
e) Resolution 2014-16 A RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE PROPOSED PROPERTY TAX LEVY COLLECTIBLE IN THE YEAR 2015

Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Swanson to approve Resolution 2014-16 A RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE PROPOSED PROPERTY TAX LEVY COLLECTIBLE IN THE YEAR 2015.  The proposed levy is $444,146, a 5% increase over this year’s levy.  Member Ballard would like to see it smaller, 3%.  Mayor Bradford would also like to see this set at 0 by the end of the year but we need room to work with between now and then.  Members were reminded that we cannot increase it between now and the end of the year, only decrease.  Motion passed with Mayor Bradford and Members Blair, Maxson and Swanson voting for and Member Ballard voting against.

b) City Clerk Report – Cami updated the Council on the open house dates and asked if the City wants to do the open house on our end of it.  They agreed we should and the date is October 8 from 5:30 – 7:30.  She brought forward a request from the Saloon to approve the closing off of the parking lot for a large group coming in on Saturday.  No alcohol will be served out there; they will be just allowed to take it out there so they aren’t overburdened on the inside.  Motion made by Mayor Bradford, second by Member Swanson to approve the request.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Bradford to close the regular meeting and go into executive session at 7:50 pm under the attorney-client privilege and Minnesota Statute 13D.05, subdivision 3(b) to discuss settlement and strategy related to the conciliation court case Shultz v. City of Mantorville.  The City has balanced the attorney-client privilege against the open meeting law and has determined that absolute confidentiality is needed.

Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Swanson to close the executive session and go back into regular session at 8:13 pm.  Motion passed unanimously.
