1. Call to Order – Mayor Bradford called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

6. Public Hearing – Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Ballard to close the regular meeting and open the public hearing at 6:45 pm.  Motion passed unanimously.
a) 6:45 pm – CUP Request Sharon Davern

Sharon Davern, who resides at 121 5th Street West, is a nationally credited Neuromuscular Massage Therapist who practices part time in her home and would like to continue this practice with her current clients to stay up to date on her certification.  She noted that there would be no walk in traffic, she only accepts customers by appointment, she has a driveway in which clients will use for parking their vehicles, and she has been doing this since 2005.  No comments by the public were made.  Motion made by Member Ballard, second by Member Blair to close the public hearing at 6:51 pm.  Motion passed unanimously.  
7. Old Business/New Business

a) Lynn Boynton – Insurance Brokers
Lynn Boynton of Insurance Brokers presented information to the Council regarding the City property insurance.  He gave examples from his work with the City of Byron.  He did a physical review of all of Byron’s properties and found many items that were not covered.  He ended up saving the City of Byron $10,000.  He spoke about some recent claims and how he helped them save a lot of dollars.  He is familiar with writing cities and he wants his turn at the insurance for Mantorville.  He is local and feels it is nice to pass the torch around a little.  We renew in June.  He is asking to become our agent as of June 1, 2014.  Council thanked him for his presentation and said they would take it under advisement.      
b) Resolution 2013-15 A RESOLUTION APPROVING A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT TO OPERATE A HOME BUSINESS AT 121 5TH STREET WEST, MANTORVILLE, MN

Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Ballard to approve the CUP.  Member Blair noted that there are no real issues that are outside of the normal.  All is covered in the resolution.  Motion passed unanimously.
c) JJ Williams – Fire Department Items
JJ Williams, Fire Chief, thanked the Council for their continued support of the Fire Department.  Earlier in the year, Council approved seeking out a replacement truck/rescue rig to replace the 89 Ford that has seen its better days.  The amount of calls the truck is used for has went from 30 to over 100 calls a year.  It is the most frequently used vehicle which is not dependable anymore.   They found a medium duty chassis that is for sale in Melrose for $75,000.  With some updates and minor modifications, they can get it for a little over $100,000. The Fire Department is requesting approval to move forward with this purchase.  
Council discussed and asked questions.  JJ explained the painting process and how that all happens and why it gets expensive.  From a financial point, they have the funds available with some assumptions for the remaining of this year and next year.  Mayor Bradford asked that the Council review the information for a decision at the next Council Meeting.  
Fire Department Applicant – Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Maxson to approve Jeremy Allen to the Mantorville Fire Department.  Motion passed unanimously.  
d) Notification to Initiate Wellhead Protection Planning 

Cami discussed the notification the City received to begin this process.  There is nothing they need to do right now but will need to budget money in the water fund to cover any potential costs for this process.
