6. Public Hearing

a) 6:45 pm – Property Rezone Request
Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Blair to close the regular session at 6:51 pm and open the public hearing.  Motion passed unanimously.

The city received an application for a request to rezone the property located at 721 Main Street North owned by CYK 9th Street, LLC dba Carole Y. Keller.  The parcel is currently zoned as Transitional.  Commercial type uses are being planned for this site and the property owners feel it would fit better with the commercial zone to have it rezoned.  The parcel sits contiguous with the commercial zone.  There was no one in the public to comment on this.
Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Maxson to close the Public Hearing at 6:55 pm.   Motion passed unanimously.  

Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Maxson to approve the rezoning by approving An Ordinance amending Chapter 150, Section 150.066 of the Mantorville City Code.  Motion passed unanimously.
Kent Keller thanked the City and Staff for all their work on this.   

7. Old Business/New Business

a)    West Street Drainage Update
The tile line that is causing drainage problems on West Street North of 9th was found.  There were about 10 feet of roots clogged up in a 6” tile line.  It was cleaned out and a camera was run in there as far as it would go.  They found an area where there is some sagging and they plan to dig down to see what they can find.  They have spoken to the property owner so he is aware of what is going on.    
b)   Senior Citizens Center Reimbursement Request
The Senior Center is requesting reimbursement for some repairs to the curb in front of the center that they had fixed.  The curb was broken and they repaired the sidewalk so it wasn’t lower than the curb anymore.  They are requesting reimbursement for the 5 feet of curb they are replacing.     

Member Swanson feels we do this on a case by case basis and the senior’s need good surfaces to walk on and as respect to the seniors we should do this.  Member Blair feels that the City had no opportunity to bid it or go through the normal process, not that the price given is wrong.  
Council discussed this being requested after the fact, it is a onetime deal done on a case by case basis.  Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Maxson to split the cost of the work that has been done; offer to pay half.  A friendly amendment made by Member Blair that the City will pay $175.  Friendly amendment accepted.  Motion passes unanimously.   

c)   Walnut Street Drainage –   

Member Bradford has had the opportunity to speak with individuals along Walnut Street.  One individual previously got approval from the Council to fix the drainage in his back yard.  That is now washing down and encroaching on the neighbor’s property.  Member Bradford feels that taking a couple hours with a Bobcat along there could scrape it all down so it will drain to the new culvert we just put in.  The area is between 9th and 7th.  Member Bradford would like to see us maintain something that is consistent.  There is a lot of silt built up.  
Member Blair stated that cleaning out the dams along the way might not be a good thing as it might cause more problems.  He asked if this area is part of the drainage study we had done?  Mayor Nash noted that yes it is and this might be a larger discussion.  This should be put on the retreat agenda.  We will review the storm drainage study and review what was recommended.
