1.	Meeting called to order at 7:01 pm.
2.	Minutes from 10-29-13 were approved.
3.	Changes to agenda: none

4. New Business- 
a.	New Mantorville Council Representative – Don Swanson: Welcome.  Don will be replacing Barbara Ballard as our second city council representative.  Don is a life-long resident of Mantorville and has been on the Mantorville city council for the past three years.
b.	Officer elections - Cresta: Arlene made a motion to keep the three positions as they stand now.  Cresta made a second to the motion.  Cresta Melcher will remain chairperson, Ann Tuma will remain secretary, and Elizabeth Oolman declined the treasurer position.  Henry Blair will take the position as long as it is ok with the city council.

5. Old Business
a.	South Shelter issues – Tony Paulson (guest), Andrew:  Cresta gave an overview of the issues concerning the repair of the south shelter (see past Park Board minutes).  Tony Paulson did not show up so this will be tabled for the next meeting.

6.	Reports
a.	Financial Report:  We will need to continue to ask the city council to spend budget money for items that exceed $250.
b.	City Council Report: Don would like to see flag poles and flags replaced or added to the parks (Dennison, Mantor Field, and Slingerland) and then dedicated by the Legion.  One issue is that we can't necessarily keep it lit all year, unless we add electricity to the parks that don't have it.  We don't feel solar lights would give enough illumination and may not keep up in the winter.  Don also brought up a point about dwindling vendors at the Farmer's market and was wondeirng whether it would be better to let vendors set up in the north shelter.  This is something we could bring up with the Farmer's Market committee when they request use of the park in the spring.  Sewer treatment will move to Kasson in the next year or two which would potentially free up space behind the RV park for future park development.
c.	Public Works Report: Andrew said it is becoming more difficult to light the large pine tree in Riverside park with Christmas lights; it took a lot of man-power and a lot of lights.  There are also a lot of broken branches so there are large gaps.  We will consider other options for this in the spring.  Andrew will look into buying two shovels to leave at the ice rink.
