New Business:
1. Park Board Leadership and open positions- Chairperson Tuma asked all present to consider candidates and encourage them to apply for the two open park board positions.  

2. Ann indicated that she would like to step down as Chair after the next meeting and asked current members to consider taking on this responsibility.
3. ‘Squatter” in RV Park:  Ann reports an individual has continued to leave and live in a camper in the RV park despite official closure.  This person has accumulated $600 in unpaid fees and not responded to emails, phone calls or letters left on the door of the camper.  We will ask the city clerk to contact his work supervisor to see if they can be of assistance in resolving the matter.  If not, we may have to go through the court system to have the individual ‘served’ by the sherrif’s dept and consider impoundment of the camper.  We may also need to relook at ordinances and policies which relate to such instances.
Old Business: 
1. LCCMR-ZWP Riverside Park Project Update- Will reported on the recent public meeting to the effect that now new or revised plans were presented as the meeting was, again, for information gathering purposes.  ZWP representatives reported an intention to bring back additional information at a meeting in January so that a plan can be in place for active work to start once weather permits in spring of 2016.
2. Mantor Field Redesign- Elizabeth reported that ground work is best postponed until spring.  We will need to redesign the planter which is currently in the area.
3. Dog Park Eagle Scout Project- Ann reports she met with Wyatt Coy and encouraged him to continue soliciting financial and in-kind donations to support his project of 2 benches in the dog park.  Wyatt hopes to complete this project in spring of 2016.

1.  Mantor Field signs – Scott reports the current sign is in disrepair.  He was authorized to have a new sign replaced and will work with Dodge County staff to determine the best placement once ready to be placed.
