1. Meeting called to order at 7:01 pm.

3. Changes to agenda:  New Business- Marigold Days Parking- Will Lambert and Dog Park update- Cresta
4.  New Business - 
a. Resignation of Arlene Wallin- Cresta: Arlene is resigning from the park board due to health reasons.
b. Marigold Days Parking- Will:  The Marigold Days Committee would like to look investigate more areas in town that would work for parking during Marigold Days as they would like to make it easier for visitors.  Mantor Field was brought up as a potential site but the board feels it is pretty far away and not ideal for parking.  Slingerland Park would be a better option.  And there will be more parking at the new county building if they would grant permission.  Another option is to move people around from further locations via carts, etc. 
5.  Old Business

a. Portable restroom in Riverside during winter months- Cresta/Scott: There was some interest in putting a port-a-potty in Riverside over the winter for park users.  Scott got a quote from On-site portables for $110 per month which would come out to over $600 for the winter.  The board felt this was too much money to spend considering there probably won’t be a lot of use.
b. Playground Equipment at Mantor Field- all: Jon Olive stated that even though our dimensions and site placement have changed, he will honor his first quote.  Cresta will give him confirmation in writing to start and he will get it on his schedule for this fall.  The equipment will be placed in the spring.
c. Dennison Fence Repair- All: Scott will purchase the diamond plate this winter for the back of the bleachers.  We think we will need to put a fence around the sides.  Scott will get a quote for the fence.  We may ask Joint Ventures if they can help with the purchase.
d. Dog Park Update- Cresta: There is now a donation box at the park.  The Grand Opening went well.  The city will pick up garbage from the park.  Scott will get a lock on the large west gate.  There is a post sticking out of the water tower into the parking lot that should be barricaded off so that it is not hit by a car.
