1. Meeting called to order at 7:04 pm.

5. Old Business
a. Boulevard Tree Removal Request-Cresta/Andrew: After reviewing the tree ordinance, it turns out that the park board has jurisdiction over all public trees within Mantorville.  Andrew, Dave, and the city engineer confirmed that the trees in question on 7th and Walnut streets are in the boulevard on city property and are considered healthy.  In accordance with the tree ordinance, we advise the city to not remove or allow the removal of trees on city property as long as they are healthy and non-hazardous.  The city can remove healthy, non-hazardous trees if necessary: for instance, due to a construction project  
b. Old Middle School Park Equipment Update- Cresta:   Elizabeth worked on setting up an agreement with the city and the owner of the old school in order to get the playground equipment before the county took possession.  In the end, the closing date was pushed back.  However, Chuck Bradford, Andrew Fischer, and a few others were able to remove the equipment that we were given on Oct 16th.  The equipment will be stored at the city shop until we are ready to re-locate it.  We now need to acknowledge the owner for the donation.
c. South Shelter Issues in Riverside Park- Andrew/Dave: We received a quote from Tony Paulson for $1000 to reinforce the south shelter.  He thought that the posts were ok.  Klaus Alberts had already given us a quote for $900 for a similar fix.  We do not feel that our questions have been answered regarding the posts as to whether they are in the ground or on top of the concrete, whether they are solid, etc.  We will ask Tony Paulson to come to our next meeting to discuss the issue in person and see if we can get a second quote that would contain a bid for replacement of the posts as well.
6. Reports
a. Financial Report:  nothing to report.
b. City Council Report:  nothing more to report.  
c. Public Works Report: The city is asking us to cut $1000 out of our budget for 2014.  Our idea would be to wait with putting the new/used park equipment in Riverside and use that money towards trees.  One council member does not like the idea of putting equipment in Mantor Field.  One of the reasons is that he thinks kids will be unsupervised while parents are watching the game.  Another questions was about adding the parking spaces at Dennison Field.  How much value would we get from 6 new parking spaces?  We discussed that the road would probably still be lined with cars.  We decided to take this project out of our budget altogether and will consider it in the future in conjunction with a sewer or street project.  We would like the tree budget to remain the same.  The south shelter will be fixed with money from the maintenance budget.
