1. Call to Order – Mayor Bradford called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

4. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Swanson to approve the consent agenda as follows:

7. Old Business/New Business

a) FD Seeking Approval to Purchase New Rescue Rig
JJ Williams summarized the request of the FD for the new “used” rescue rig from the last meeting.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Member Maxson, second by Member Swanson to approve the purchase of the truck and getting everything done that needs be done without waiting.  Motion passed unanimously.  
b) Park Board – Old School Playground Equipment
Elizabeth Oolman from the Park Board was present to discuss obtaining the playground equipment from the old school property.  Kent Keller has agreed to donate pieces requested by the City for park use.  The property will be signed over to the County on October 15.  The County has concerns of liability issues and wants to make sure that the City is taking care of that if the equipment is not removed.  Kent also wants to be sure there are no liability issues that come back to him.   
c) Resolution 2013-18 A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING A DONATION TO THE CITY OF MANTORVILLE – 
Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Blair to accept the donation contingent on the County approving it and the City being able to insure it.  If the City could not get the equipment removed until the spring, it was requested that the City sign the additional paperwork requested by Kent, and adding his wife and the company name to the original document in the packet.  Motion passed unanimously.  
d) Mantorville Theatre Company Request to Waive CUP Fee & Building Permit Fees
Karl Huppler, on behalf of the Mantorville Theatre Company, approached the Council to ask for the waiving of the CUP Fee and the building permit fees that are needed in order to complete the move of the old Folkstead Carriage House from Kasson to Mantorville.  The building, the cost to move it and some additional funds for renovating have been donated by the City of Kasson.  Karl spoke of the need for additional storage space by the Theatre Company and that the County has agreed to lease them some space in the NW corner of the shop lot.  

The County has offered a zero lease to the Theatre Company so there will be no cost associated with leasing the space.  Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Maxson to approve the waiving of the CUP Fee and Building Permit Fees for this project.  Motion passed with Mayor Bradford and Member Blair, Maxson and Ballard voting for and Member Swanson voting against.    

e) AT&T Lease Agreement

City Attorney Jeff Kritzer explained the lease agreement that AT&T is proposing for placement of antennas on the water tower.  The proposed rent would be $900 per month and there would be a onetime payment of $100 for the option to lease space.  It includes the entire top of the water tower, limited to 12 antennas, renewable every 5 years with a 7.5% increase at that time.  There will be no interference with what is already up there and the City won’t interfere with what they have up there once it is installed.  There were concerns about access to the tower and how things are worded in the lease on that.  It was suggested to add wording stating there will be assistance from staff to gain access to the water tower itself.  Jeff will follow up on that.  Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Blair to approve the lease with the suggested change in wording regarding access to the tower.  Member Ballard asked about increasing the rent to at least $1,000 per month.  Some cities are getting a lot more.  Council discussed and there will be no negotiation on the amount.  Motion passed with Mayor Bradford and Members Blair, Maxson and Swanson voting for and Member Ballard voting against.
