6. Public Hearing
a) CUP Request, Mantorville Theatre Company - 6:35 pm 
Motion made by Member Ballard, second by Member Blair to close the regular meeting and open the Public Hearing at 6:35 pm.  Motion passed unanimously.  
Karl Huppler, representing the Mantorville Theatre Company , discussed the proposal for the Carriage House Project.  The City of Kasson has donated the building, moving of it and some renovation dollars for this project.  Some renovations such as the roof and maybe some window and door repairs will be done yet this year as long as the weather holds up.  He submitted a projected timeline for the project.
The building is not considered Historic but is more of a Classic and would fit well at the proposed site.  The plan is to use it for storage of items needed by the Theatre Company and some minor prop construction.    
Kristin Alexander and Adrianne McNiff, owners of the County Seat Coffee House are concerned with snow removal and where they will be able to put their snow once the building is placed.  Their only thought is to push it out in the Street but this is not allowed.  There was discussion that they could still push their snow like they have been and it will get plowed and pushed up when the driveway to the building gets plowed.  This is a private issue that the City won’t get involved in.    
Jamie Jencks, MRA, noted that 7 out of 12 of the MRA Members were willing to sign off on the plan as shown prior to the official MRA meeting.  The remaining Members want to see this officially submitted to the MRA Committee for a formal vote.  They discussed that this is better than a Menards storage building.    
Member Ballard asked that if the County pulled the lease, would the Theatre Company destroy the building. Karl answered no; they would hope to find another place to put it.    
Motion made by Member Ballard, second by Member Blair to close the public hearing at 7:35 pm.  Motion passed unanimously.
