Public Hearing  


a)  6:45 pm Vacating a Portion of Bluff Street – Motion made by Member Bradford, 
second 
by Member Swanson to close the regular session and open the public hearing.  
Motion 
passed unanimously.  


Cami updated the Council on why we are proceeding with this vacation.  Tim Hruska, WHKS 
City Engineer, also gave information on the access easement that will continue as part of the 
vacation process.  The City has maintained this road, which essentially has only served one 
owner and one home at the end of this road.  



James Jasperson purchased the far two parcels currently and is building a new home.  He 
asked how the vacation affects the road.  Tim noted it will become a private driveway.   
James also asked how vacating it is saving the City money.  Mayor Nash noted that it is 
continued maintenance and is basically only serving one resident.  Council discussed if we 
continue to maintain this road and fix the erosions continuously or do we do one final fix of 
the road?  It was asked how the road is split.  The fee title to the underlying land gets split 
between the property owners that abut the road.  It is the private entity’s responsibility to 
maintain the road.  Currently, the City is only required to maintain 2/3rds of the current 
road.    



James asked the Council what if the road was fixed so the City would not have to worry 
about maintenance; what if it was black topped?  What if the property owner took care of 
the cost of the improvements?  James is concerned about getting up and down the road, 
keeping it plowed.  We currently go all the way up, including on private property in order to 
turn the plow around.  Member Maxson feels we need to continue to maintain and plow the 
way we have been doing it.  Council discussed access from Mantor Drive.  Previously, it was 
determined it is not a feasible project.  



James offered to have a couple of companies look at hard surfacing the road, bring it up to 
what standard it needs to be at.  There are constraints because of the stream that runs 
through there which abuts the road.  This was looked at when the City repaired the wash 
out along the road a year ago.  You have to work with the DNR on anything that abuts the 
road.                  


 Tom Hallstrom and Pete Peterson, residents that live on Mantor Drive were present and 
asked questions about the extension of Mantor Drive and the area that is vacated and what 
that means to the public.  The road is vacated as it is platted but the easement is maintained 
over the traveled portion of the roadway.      


Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Mayor Nash, to close the public hearing and 
open the regular session at 7:22 pm.



b)  6:50 pm Revoking a Conditional Use Permit – Motion made by Member Bradford, 
second 
by Member Swanson to close the regular session and open the public hearing at 
7:31 pm.  Mayor Nash asked if there was anyone present in the audience who had any 
comments.  Mayor Nash explained why we are revoking the CUP.  Conditions have changed 
for the cabinet shop and they no longer meet the conditions given as part of the CUP.  
Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Maxson to close the public hearing 
and go into regular session at 7:35 pm.

Old Business/New Business

a)  Fire Call Charge Appeal – Barb Ballard

Barb Ballard was present to discuss the Fire Call Charge with the Council.  She checked with surrounding area’s who do not charge for these types of call.  JJ Williams, Fire Chief, explained what they did, the equipment involved and that their detector did pick up carbon monoxide inside the home.  They turned off the gas line and called the gas company.  The charge is the typical call charge for this type of call.  Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Bradford to cut the fee in half and only charge $125.  Motion passed unanimously.    
a) Resolution 2012-17 A RESOLUTION VACATING A PORTION OF BLUFF STREET
Mayor Nash reiterated why the City is looking at vacating this Street.  Member Bradford said he sees it both ways but if the property owner is willing to help bring the property up to better conditions, it makes the decision at least for him, more complex.  Mayor Nash noted that without a clear positive reason to change it, and no overwhelming benefit to the City to change, he does not see that we should change it.  We should be able to continue to work with it the way it is to some acceptable level.  Tim brought up that there have been a number of concerns from staff on the plowing and maintaining of that road.  Council discussed the liability issue to the City continuing to plow it when part of it is on private property.  Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Maxson to table Resolution 2012-17 indefinitely until something changes.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Mayor Nash to approve Resolution 2012-21, A RESOLUTION INCREASING MONTHLY WATER/SEWER RATES FOR 2013.  
Motion passed unanimously.

Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Maxson to approve the VFW Liquor License Renewal for 2013.  Motion passed unanimously.

h) 2013 Working Budget

Mayor Nash discussed the numbers as presented and commented why raise taxes if you don’t have anything to raise them for.  His challenge to the Council Members is to cut the budget down to a zero percent budget levy increase for 2013.  In order to do this, we would need to cut the budget as it is presented tonight by $3,500.  Bring your recommendations to the next Council Meeting.  We have to have the preliminary set and be ready for the TNT meeting in December.
