a) TNT – Public Input on 2014 Proposed Budget/Levy
Mayor Bradford asked if anyone was present who wanted to speak on the proposed 2014 budget and levy.  JJ Williams, 37 Leprechaun Lane, is concerned about the City going backwards in the levy when there are projects that need to be funded.  He would recommend keeping it at zero or up to a 1% increase.  He doesn’t want to see any large increases in the future because the City chose not to do small increases previously.  No other input was received.
b) JJ Williams – MFD
JJ brought forward a request from the Fire Department.  They have some Fire Department gear that does not meet NFPA standards and they would like to donate the gear to other places where it may still be useful.  They have 32 pair’s of boots, 22 coats & pants, and 13 helmets.  They will hold on to 3 sets that they use for new members.  Next year they will be replacing SCBA masks and deciding what to do with the old aluminum bottles that they no longer use.  There was discussion on the old bottles; the aluminum getting phased out but the fiberglass are still ok as long as they pass inspections.  The NFPA standards can cause you to have to change things every 10 years for safety and liability reasons.  Mayor Bradford suggested that the FD look locally first then go out farther after that.  Member Blair suggested that a letter be sent along with the items being donated to get us off the liability piece of it.  Some additional options for donation were given to JJ.  Council Members unanimously approved the FD donating the items they talked about.  
JJ  also clarified to the council that the Relief Association is paying for the trip to Indianapolis.  Member Ballard asked for clarification on the things that Relief can pay for.
c) Amended Resolution 2013-22
Mayor Bradford explained the clarification on the Amendment to the previous resolution.  Motion made by Member Ballard, second by Member Maxson to approve Amended Resolution 2013-22.  Motion passed unanimously.
d) 2014 Proposed Budget and Levy
Council briefly discussed.  No further changes are being noted so this is the final budget and levy recommendation for 2014.      
e) 2014 Proposed Water and Sewer Budgets
          Discussion on the Gas & Electric Franchise Fee Revenue, and the extra $10,000 transfer from  

          the general fund to the Sewer project and how will that be monitored and guaranteed to  

be set aside only for that project.  Cami noted that you would need to keep track of it; she didn’t think you could put it in its own fund but will check with the Auditor next week when they come out to do pre audit work.
