Mantorville City Council Chambers 
Call to Order 7:10PM  
Present: Ann Tuma, Elizabeth Oolman, Alex Bryngelsen, and Henry Blair 
Absent: Will Lambert
Introduction of guests: Scott Larsen and Brandon Klebel
Changes to agenda: Add ice skating rink to New Business 
Approval of Minutes – January 26th minutes were approved as presented.
New Business:
1. Officer Elections- Since we still have a member missing, we will table this until the next meeting.
2. Just Pick It Up Litter Campaign- Ann: The city of Kasson is organizing a community-wide litter pick-up for May 7th from 9am to 12pm and would like Mantorville to participate as well.  The K-M Lions group would like to help in both Kasson and Mantorville.  The most important thing will be to advertise the event to the public.  Our group agreed that this is a good idea and we can discuss it in more detail at our next meeting.
3. Campground Reservation Policy- Ann: Ann has talked to Cami regarding the revision of our campground policy to include details about how we will deal with delinquent payment and removal of people/property from the campground.  Cami will discuss this issue with the city attorney and we will work on it before the start of the next season.

4. Ice Skating Rink- Scott: Scott was wondering if we would want to move the ice skating rink into an area in the RV park in order to see whether the ice would be better.  The board agreed that we liked the location that it has currently been in Riverside Park.  It is very visible to the public and Scott says it is easy to build there.  Brandon brought up the point that it would be nice to have boards around the rink for playing hockey.  This is something we could look into for next year.

Old Business: 
1. Eagle Scout/Dog Park Update- Ann:  Ann has not heard from Wyatt with an update for a few months.  The assumption is that he will be working on it in spring.  She will continue to reach out to him for details.  
2. Mantor Field Usage- all: The board reiterated that they would like to see our fields used for school and recreational baseball.  Elizabeth has looked into field layout for different age levels and base length varies from 50ft (Little League) to 90ft (High School).  Would we want a grass infield to accommodate the older kids.  Where does that leave it for younger players?   She came up with a cost estimate for adding drainage to the outfield, adding dugouts, fencing, and upgrading the infield.  We will work on better number estimates before our next meeting and the Joint Powers Board meeting.  Alex will get an estimate for block for the dugouts, Scott will get an estimate on fencing, and Elizabeth will get an estimate for the drainage work and pipe.  We will move our next meeting up by a week so that we are ready for this discussion at the next Joint Powers meeting to be held on March 24th.  We will ask the mayor to attend the park board meeting to get his suggestions on this project.
3. Mantor Field Playground Equipment Planning- all:  What do we have for equipment?  Scott wants us to come to the shop to see what we have.  The plan was to only put up the yellow and blue large structure and a small swing set.  We need to get Scott pictures of the equipment.  We will also need to mark off exactly where we want it to go.  Ann would like to set up a timeline of the work that needs to be done, have the ground excavated, recruit volunteers to help erect the structure, add ground covering, etc.  We will discuss more at the next meeting.
Reports 
Financial – The 2016 capital budget stands at $7525 which is budgeted for wood chips and tree removal/planting.  There is also $9000 in the special fund for the Mantor Field playground project, $39,361 in the Campground fund, and $1948 in the park concessions fund
Public works – Scott will order the new garbage cans that were discussed in our budget.  We were approved to spend $400 by the Joint Powers board for concrete slabs to be placed under the benches at Dennison.  Scott will work on getting this done before ball season.  A few new fire rings need to be installed at the RV Park as they are being stolen.  We suggested burying them in the ground.  Scott has already been approved to order new Mantor Field signs to be placed along the highway near the court house.
