New Business:

1.  Request for use of Riverside Park for Zumbro Bend Rendezvous- Sept 25-27th 2015.  A motion to approve use of Riverside Park for these dates waiving restrictions on overnight camping, parking vehicles in park, glass in the park, and fires in the park was approved (Motion Lambert, 2nd Oolman).
2. The application of Alex Bryngelsen to fill a vacant board position was reviewed and the candidate interviewed.  A motion (Tuma, 2nd Oolman) was approved to recommend to the city council that Mr. Bryngelsen be appointed to fill a vacancy on the park board.

A notification for the second vacancy is listed on the City website and cctv channel.

3.  A project sponsored by the Zumbro Watershed _____________ appears to be moving forward during the current legislative session.  Since this plan will affect Riverside Park, the board felt it important that a meeting of all concerned parties take place for informational and planning purposes.  Ms. Tuma will notify members of when such a meeting is scheduled.

Old Business
1. Stussey Park Drainage Issues-   Ms Oolman reported meeting with the city engineer who reports that work will need to be done in the surrounding area when the city completes work required for the new sewage pumping facility and pipeline.   It should be able to wrap improvements in drainage of Stussey Park into that project.
2. Tree Removal and Replacement 

a. Ms. Tuma will provide a count of Ash trees in Riverside Park at the next meeting to facilitate discussion of continued replacement.

b. Ms. Oolman presented information on Ash trees on the East and South borders of Dennisen Park.  She will email pictures to board members of these areas to facilitate discussion of need for thinning or replacement of trees in this area at our next meeting.

3. Playground equipment at Mantor Field/Joint Ventures Decision - All:  Joint Ventures group will not meet til March at which time this will be brought forward.
4. Dennison bleachers repair- Scott:  Materials have been purchased to improve safety at the rear of the bleachers.  This project will take place this spring.  Action on improving safety for the side portions is still pending.  Joint Ventures group will not meet til March at which time this will be brought forward.
5. Mantor Field fence damage insurance coverage:  Ms. Tuma reported that repair/replacement of this fence would be covered by the City’s insurance policy but that clarification of the deductible needs to be made and action will be deferred to the Joint Ventures group which meets in March.
