1. Meeting called to order at 7:01pm.

4. New Business- 
a. Introduction/Welcome- Barbara Ballard: New city council representative.  Introductions of all members.

b. New Candidate Interview- Arlene Wallin:   Introductions.  Has liked living in Mantorville and would like to continue to see Mantorville thrive.  She thinks parks are important for the community.  Appreciates that we keep up with safety issues in the park.  Had questions about the community garden, the dog park, our budget, joint ventures, trails, Marigold Days.  Cresta gave an overview of what the park board works on.  We approved the recommendation of Arlene Wallin as a new member for the park board.  This recommendation will now go to the city council for approval.

5. Old Business
a. Camera Quote Discussion continued- Adam- Vandal proof camera from Custom Alarm is warrantied for normal wear and tear only ($398).  Range is 60 feet so would work well in the north shelter.  8 channel DVR is ready for 8 cameras ($1798).  The 4 channel DVR is $1000 and comes standard with 250GB.  Sam’s club 16-channel DVR system, 1 Terra Byte, can record on activity, ~$600.  No cameras included in that.  Adam wants to order the camera for $398 and buy the DVR player from Sam’s club.  This motion was approved  to ask the city council for this purchase.  As a separate issue, should we get the 100ft day/night camera to put on the flag pole that would then look over the playground.  We think this might be a decision for the city council as to whether they want to assess risk assessment.  Once the city council makes this decision, we can move forward on this second camera.
b. Movies in the Park- continued discussion- Movies in the park did not get put in the budget but there is other money in the budget that could be used.  Possible dates (Sundays): June 30th, July 28thand August 25th.  Cresta will ask whether he has insurance to cover accidents or damages to the park, will negotiate a price, and will see whether those dates will work.
c. List of Park Projects for 2013- All- 1) Re-stain Bergmann Bus shelter, 2) Painting of Riverside shelters, 3) fixing North shelter framework? (Adam may be working on it already)  4) drinking fountain support, 5) re-stain the port-a-potty shelter in Slingerland, 6) Mantor Field shelter needs re-painting, 7) weeding of Riverside flower beds… will keep working on this list.
