4. New Business- 
a.	Storm Water/Rain Gardens in Mantorville – Tim Hruska: Zumbro Watershed Partnership (ZWP) received a planning grant to help with water run-off.  Mantorville was picked as a site that could be used to educate the public about the watershed.  A plan was drafted for Riverside Park for our review.  Ideas: if there is going to be a rain garden, it would be more visible near the new bike rack/kiosk.  Possibly remove the gravel turn-around that goes down to river and put in a handicap-accessible nature trail/bike path.  They would like to use us in a Letter of Support for a ZWP grant proposal.


5. Old Business
a.	South Shelter issues – Tony Paulson (guest):  In order to repair the bowing and swaying of the Riverside Park south shelter that we have talked about in past meetings, Tony Paulson’s recommendation would be to place a 4x8ft sheet of plywood as a gusset on each corner of the shelter.  This would change the look of the shelter but he thinks replacing the posts would be a bigger job than what is needed now.  He feels that the posts are in good shape but are not buried in the ground.  The board approved for Tony to go ahead with this option for now pending approval by the city council and consider a bigger fix in the future if the roof or walls need replacing.  Tony will get us an updated quote but it should be close to the original $1000 that was proposed previously.
