1. Meeting called to order at 7:09 pm.
2. Minutes from 2-26-13 were approved.
3. Changes to agenda: New Business- park board wish list

4. New Business- 
a. Use of Riverside Park for Easter Egg Hunt- Cresta Melcher for Lynette Nash: The city council approved the use of Riverside Park for the Easter egg hunt on March 30th.  Lynette Nash or Paul Larson will work with Adam to make sure things are ready for their use.

b. Removal of Park Board Member for absences- Cresta Melcher: Removal of Wendy Claseman from Park Board for non-attendance.  Motion passed.

c. Park Board Wish List- Barbara Ballard for Don Swanson: 
· Flag pole and flag in Slingerland park, Mantor Field and Dennison Park:  We would need electricity run or a solar panel to light the flag.  If using solar, only have the flag up for spring, summer, and fall. 
· Privacy fence in RV park on west side… possible issues for it being in the flood plain. 
· Bathroom with showers for RV park: We would have to wait on the decision for the sewer project as to whether we could use the old building.  Or if the fire department expands, we would try to work with them to build a shared bathroom/shower. 
· Cut down dead trees on Jefferson drive along the water tower (north of 9th street):  Trees would need to be hauled to the brush dump and could then be taken 
·  Restroom/band shell in Slingerland: we have considered a restroom/water supply in the past but budget constaintes have not allowed this project to move forward. 
· Fallout shelter for RV park.  We already have one under the city hall chambers that is opened for the campers.  
· Plant more trees in the parks along with Marigold flower beds: we have been planting more trees in Riverside for about 5 years now and will continue to do so as our budget allows.  With the help of the school, Marigold flower beds are planted every year. 
· Dog park and a trail head:  Dodge County Trails association would be in charge of the trail heads.  There is talk of one being in Mantorville.  Our dog park is still in the works and we may be partnering with Kasson on part of the project.  
· Paint and repair roof on the covered bridge:  This work was just done in the last two years.  The other two shelters will be painted this year.  
· More ideas from Barbara Ballard: add a countertop in the women’s bathroom and maybe add a mural to the wall to brighten it up.


5. Old Business
a. Camera Quote Discussion continued- Adam- DVR from Sam’s and vandalism-resistant camera from Custom Alarm was approved by city council.  Other prices for long-range camera on electrical pole: $698 from Custom Alarm, a few are around $200 from on-line companies.  Warranties ranged from 1-3 years.  The court house uses Custom Alarm.  Adam likes the idea of using a local company with a representative.  Henry has seen some at the lower prices from bigger name companies like Home Depot.  This camera is more for liability and a deterrent to vandalism.  Do we need this?  The city council did discuss and would like us to go ahead and get a camera.  We think we should go with a less expensive camera along with a cord… spend up to $350.  Motion was passed to purchase the camera.  Adam will look into it further and will bring an exact price to the city council for approval.  The new camera will come out of the capital budget but the rest of the equipment will come out of the maintenance budget.

b. Movies in the Park- continued discussion- He has insurance for the events.  Negotiated price to $175 a night.  Cannot show just any movie due to licensing restrictions… company in Florida that will give you a one-day license… $150-$200 per movie.  The idea is getting more complicated and more expensive… about $300 per movie.  Maybe try it once… Friday, June 28th on the weekend of Old Tyme Days.  Cresta will check with the Old Tyme Days committee to see whether that Friday will work.  Then she will check with the screen owner to see if he is available.

c. List of Park Projects for 2013- All
· Re-stain Bergmann Bus shelter
· Painting of Riverside shelters. Before painting, they will need some new window shutters/doors.  Ask Lions about working on this project.
· Drinking fountain support
· Re-stain the port-a-potty shelter in Slingerland
· Mantor Field shelter needs re-painting
· Weeding of Riverside flower beds
