Call to Order – A quorum of members being present the March 31, 2015 meeting of the Mantorville Park and Recreation Board was called to order by Chair Ann Tuma.  Present;  A. Tuma, W. Lambert, H. Blair, D. Swanson, E. Oolman, A. Bryngelson.

Introduction of guests – Chair Tuma welcomed as guests Kevin Strauss and Lawrence Svien of the Zumbro Watershed Partnership; Erin Meyer, Uof MN SE Regional Partnership; Lynn Knutson, K-M Lions Club; Tim Hruska, City Engineer, Cami Reber, City Clerk
Changes to agenda- addition of Marigold Days park use request and EAB presentation

Approval of  Minutes – Minutes of the Feb. meeting were approved as corrected (M=Lambert, 2nd Blair)
New Business:

1. Welcome to our newest member- Alex Bryngelson was welcomed to the Park and Rec. Board.
2. Request of use for Riverside Park for Easter Egg Hunt- A request for use of Riverside Park for the annual Chamber Easter Egg Hunt on April 4 was approved (M-Blair, 2nd Lambert).
3. Request for use of Riverside Park for Farmer’s Market- A request for use of Riverside Park on Tuesdays for a Farmers’ Market was approved (M=Lambert, 2nd Lambert).
4. Ball Field Scheduling- Chair Tuma and City Clerk Reber clarified that the fences at the ball fields are not covered by the city’s insurance.  The joint ventures workgroup continues to discuss future use of the baseball field at Mantor Field, i.e. the possibility of upgrading it to allow use as a Junior Varsity and/or Varsity field.  Such an upgrade could entail changes to home plate and baselines.  Planning for installation of playground equipment cannot proceed until future use of the field is clarified.
5. KM Lion’s and Leo’s Park and Trail pick-up on April 25th- Lynn Knutson shared plans for their service club to do a park/trail pickup as indicated.  The extent of the pickup will depend on the number of volunteers present for the occasion, hopefully to include Riverside Park.  Volunteers will meet at the high school at 10:00 AM that date.
6. Request for use of Riverside Park for Marigold Days September 11, 12, 13- A motion was approved (M=Swanson, 2nd Bryngelson) to allow use of Riverside Park for the 50th Annual Marigold Celebration on Sept. 11, 12, 13 with exceptions made to allow glass in the park, parking on the grass, and overnight stays.
Old Business
1. LCCMR/Zumbro Watershed Project- Representatives of the Partnership were present to present history of and goals of same, i.e. increasing recreational opportunities in the Zumbro Watershed.  They informed the Board that legislation requesting funding is moving forward and money could be available as soon as July, 2015.  They presented diagrams of Riverside Park as is and with possible changes to make the area more accessible and attractive for use recreationally and educationally.
A workgroup of Park Board members, ZWP representatives and local interests will be formed to hold meetings to inform and gain input from the public.  Tuma and Lambert volunteered to participate.  The initial public meeting will be held April 14 with ZWP representatives providing information to the local newspaper and City Clerk Reber posting it on the city’s website and  local cc channel.

2. Zumbro Bend Rendezvous update- Ms Tuma shared that the Rendevous will be hosting school groups both Thursday and Friday this year.
3. Tree Removal and Replacement –
a. Riverside Park- The board decided to remove the 2 center Ash trees on the 4th street side, the 2 center Ash trees along the NW border along Clay Street, and to plant a conifer near the current electrical access in the park to eventually replace the current tree which has grown too large for the city crew do decorate.
b. Dennison Park- The city crew will remove one of the larger ash trees on the east side of the field to allow better growth of the remainder.  None of the ash trees on the south side currently need removal.
4. Playground equipment at Mantor Field/Joint Ventures Decision- deferred pending further action by joint ventures workgroup on future of the site.
5. Dennison bleacher and fence repair- The Joint Ventures Workgroup has recommended moving the bleachers so they would be behind home plate with removal of landscaping block and refilling of the current bleacher area.  Scott Larsen will obtain bids for the project.
Reports 

Financial – Current working funds include $10K carried forward from 2014 for Mantor Field playground equipment, $4K budgeted for tree removal in 2015 and $30,954 in the RV Park Fund.
Public works – Scot will investigate the possibility of ‘speed tables’ for traffic control in the RV Park.

City council  - D. Swanson will be getting a second bid for improved lighting in the Riverside Park shelters.
Adjournment  - A motion was approved (M=Lambert, 2nd Blair) to adjourn the meeting.
The next meeting of the Mantorville Park and Recreation Board will take place 7:00 PM, April 28, 2015.
