New Business:

1.   EAB Seminar- Lambert, Tuma and Blair reported on information learned from attendance.  While it is inevitable the EAB will advance to our area, it is possible to chemically treat important or historic trees.  This process can be costly and must be repeated on an ongoing basis to protect the tree.  
Once the county is quarantined we will have the option of burning EAB infested wood within the confines of our county (during midwinter when larvae are dormant) or transporting it to another quarantined county for disposal.

Old Business
1. LCCMR/Zumbro Watershed Project update-Ann and Will reported 30-40 people participated in the 4/14 public input meeting.  A SWOP process was used to identify and prioritize potential project elements.  Results led to a list to be submitted to the design staff for the project:
a. Connected, ADA compliant pathways
b. Educational Kiosks
c. Bandshell
d. Bridge over the river at the west end of the park to connect & extend the in-city bike/walking path.
     It is likely another public meeting will be held in May or June.
2. Tree Removal and Replacemen:
a. Riverside Park- Two Ash trees will be removed along 1st Street and two from the northern end along Clay.  Tuma and Larson will meet to identify the most appropriate specimens for removal.
b. Dennison Park – The previously identified tree has been removed.  Larson suggested one more be removed.  Decision is pending.
3. Playground equipment at Mantor Field/Joint Ventures Decision:  no decision or action as joint ventures group has not yet met.

4. Dennison bleacher and fence repair- The board decided to pursue removal of the bleachers from their present location and use fill and the current block to provide tiered seating in the same area.  Oolman expressed concerns with the stability of the area using this plan and will survey the location to see what modifications might be made.  A special meeting will be called if necessary to facilitate resolution of this topic prior to little league season.
Reports 
          Financial  - None
Public works 
1.  Lights for pavilions – awaiting a 2nd bid.

2. Volunteer for school project for community service – Scott’s daughter will help stain the shelter at Bergman Park

3. RV Park – Some areas are significantly rutted.  Larson will get gravel to fill these

4. Fertilizing – The city has stored fertilizer which can be used for the parks.  Larson and Oolman will check at the joint ventures meeting whether Kasson has a pull-behind spreader which can be used.  If none is available, this could be considered as a line item for our 2016 budget.

5. Dog Park – The lilacs are too close to the fence  for the city mowers to get in.  Bryngelsen and Lambert volunteered to try with their smaller riding mowers.

6. Riverside Park – 

a.  Larson suggested canine waste receptacles be placed in the park by the waste bag dispensers.  There should be adequate money in the pop fund so he will get containers ordered.

b. New Trash Cans – in pavilions are working very well, but we will need one more next year for adequate coverage.

City council   - Blair reported the waste water treatment plant project will 
not start til likely 2016.  We have previously discussed a need for 
upgrading the RV park adding bathrooms and showers, but should likely 

wait with any planning for this until the above larger project plans are 

finalized.
