1. Meeting called to order at 8:04 pm.
2. Minutes from 3-25-14 were approved.
3. Changes to agenda: New Business: Watershed Signs and Flower Planting in Riverside Park

4. New Business- 
a. Playground Equipment at Mantor Field-all: The park equipment that we received from the old middle school property is being stored in pieces at the city shop.  We have $9000 in this year’s budget to prepare the ground and have the equipment placed in Mantor Field.  At our next meeting, we will try to go over there and stake it out.  Cresta will contact the Boy Scouts about a potential Eagle Scout project as well as the Lions to see if they can help.
b. Planting of flowers in Riverside Park- Cresta:   Dawn Johnson from the middle school has again offered her and he class to plan marigolds in the large planter and under the donation sign in Mantor Field before school gets out.  The MRA will buy the flowers and Cresta will coordinate with all involved to get a date set.  We ask that the city crew have a hose down there that day so that the students can water the flowers after they have been planted.
c. Watershed Signs- Proposal from the Zumbro Watershed Partnership (ZWP): The ZWP has offered two 4x4ft signs free of charge along with installation to Mantorville’s Riverside park which have information on the watershed and conserving and maintaining water resources.  If signs are higher than 6ft, the proposed sign structures will have to be looked at by an engineer according to city building codes and ordinances.  Cresta will see whether they are willing to also pay the associated fees.  We will then need to decide where to place the signs within the park.

5. Old Business
a. Update on Riverside South Shelter-all: The city has approved the fix for the shelter that was proposed and quoted by Tony Paulson.  Nothing has happened with the project yet but Andrew and Dave are in contact with Tony and will keep us informed.
6. Reports
a. Financial Report:  There is $25,362 in the RV Park fund.  We had a small loss on the pop machines last year but since the locks were changed, hopefully that won’t be a problem this year.  There is not much pop going out of the fire hall machine and some of it had to be thrown because it was expired.  The city will try to keep track of how much is being used and decide whether it is worth having one there.  In this year’s budget, we have $4000 for tree removal and replacement, $1000 for bleacher safety at Dennison and $9000 for placement of the playground equipment in Mantor Field.
b. City Council Report:  The sewer connection to Kasson is moving slower than anticipated.
c. Public Works Report: The gravel has been spread out in the parking lots.  The bathrooms will be open within the next week or two and the part-time summer employee will be coming soon.
