1. Meeting called to order at 7:31pm.
2. Minutes from 3-26-13 were approved.
3. Changes to agenda: List from Don Swanson under New Business, and Dog Park update under Old Business.

4. New Business- 
a. Kasson Mantorville Baseball Association – Lee Meyer: The KMBA board of directors is very pleased with the work the park board and city has done for the youth baseball association related to fields, etc.  They would like to continue to have open lines of communication.  Registration is currently going on and schedules are being made.  Some practices have already started.  The practice and field use schedule should go to the appropriate person.  Adam and Lee will keep in contact related to the schedules.  Player numbers are slightly down this year and are as follows: T-ball- 86, Squirts- 63, Peewees-? , Junior Komets- 22,  VFW- 15, Legion- 13.  As we go forward in planning, they would like us to communicate with them as far as fields are concerned, etc.  They have a lot of manual labor available if needed and can possibly offer finances for field needs.  They can give us feedback before our July budgeting meeting.  We let them know that the score boards and concession stands are available for use.  They can coordinate with Adam on logistics.
b. Park Board Wish List- Don Swanson: We discussed the list Don Swanson gave us for park improvements at the last meeting.  We let him know that we did discuss it and will keep the ideas in mind.  We went through the items on the list again.  Don’s #1 priority is the flag poles and flags in the park.  His second would be the band shell and bathrooms in Slingerland Park.
c. University of Minnesota Zumbro Watershed project – Cresta/Henry/Barb: A group (the UofM or Zumro Valley Watershed Assoc.) presented to the city council on best management practices for flood waters and creating rain gardens.  Riverside is not the best place for a rain garden but if we could find a place to put one there, it would be visible and an educational opportunity for the public.  Rain gardens next to shelters possibly?  Rain gardens can contain pollutants before water runs into storm sewers as well as slow down water flow.  We are unsure as to what we should do now.  Possible Eagle Scout project.  Elizabeth will talk to the city engineer about a plan.



5. Old Business
a. Camera update - Adam : everything has been ordered.  One continuous line will run from bathrooms to light pole.  
b. Movies in the Park – continued discussion – All : Cresta is waiting to hear back from Kurt Albrecht about which night he is available on Olde Tyme Days weekend.  Free will donation with money going to dog park committee.  He will check on price for the movie “Bolt”.  
c. Dog Park Update: The dog park is hosting a wine tasting on June 29th from 5-7pm… “Wolf, Wag, and Wine”.  The city of Kasson approached the dog park committee and have $5000 to donate and would like to cooperate on the dog park with Mantorville.    The name would possibly change to the “K-M Regional Dog Park”.  The group is currently working on getting donated materials and funding with a potential “Dig” date of fall 2013.  Adam was wondering if the space had been designated for the dog park.  Cresta said that it was just designated as park land.  The group can work with Adam to determine the actual space.
 
6. Reports
a. Financial Report:  nothing to report.
b. City Council Report:  already discussed.
c. Public Works Report: 8x8 posts have been ordered for campground sign.  Bathrooms have been opened and the fences have been put in fields.  New power and water will be run to campsite #1 in Stussey RV park.  If Adam can get approved by the finance committee to take down the two cottonwoods in Riverside for up to $1000, he should go ahead and have Olsen’s take them down.  Adam has more tree rings and will put them around a few more trees in Riverside Park (just south of playground).  Ann will work with Jim Whiting’s nursery to determine which trees we would like to take down this year in Riverside and the types of trees we would like to plant there as well as Dennison.  Ann was also wondering who controls what goes in the display board in Riverside Park next to the bike rack.  We know that it was purchased using grant money from State Health Initiative but we weren’t sure if someone controlled that space.  Ann will talk to Cami and work on getting some updated materials displayed.  It was also mentioned that we need a new flag in Riverside Park.  Adam will contact the VFW to see if we can get a replacement.
