1. Meeting called to order at 8:04 pm.
2. Minutes from 4-29-14 were approved.
3. Changes to agenda: New Business: none

4. New Business- 
a. Andrew Fischer’s resignation as of May 23, 2014: Andrew left his position to take another job.  The council will be interviewing for a replacement.
b. Request for use of Riverside Park during Stagecoach Days for Tractor Pull- Cresta for Eric Schultz:   The group will need the park on June 29th, 2014.  Dave will need to bring the bleachers over for seating.  The request was approved with the waiving of the “No Parking on Grass” rule.
c. Kasson-Mantorville Dog Park proposal- Cresta and Bryce Gunderson:  The Dog Park committee has raised about $10,000 and would like to start construction of the dog park as it has been previously proposed.  They would like our approval to go to the EDA and ask for more funds that they have from Rochester sales tax money to complete the project.  The board approved their request and are asking for a letter of support from the park board which Ann will write before the EDA meeting.  We also discussed a few other things related to the dog park which included: 1) We would like posted hours for the park to be 7am to 9pm, 2) children under 12 should be accompanied by an adult, 3) We discussed a list of rules that the dog park board recommends, 4) mowing of the park will be done by the Mantorville city crew with Kasson donating half of the maintenance costs, 5) The committee created a nice brochure with a lot of information about the proposed park, and 6) They are working to win a contest through “Pet Safe” which would help fund the park as well.

5. Old Business
a. Planning for Playground Equipment at Mantor Fiels- all: Space needs to be 34x66ft.  It will go extend close to the 1st base foul line but we feel this is the best spot as it is farther from the road and more visible for the bleachers.  Elizabeth will stake it out.  Who will do the excavation work?  Cresta will see if Jon Olive would be willing to donate time.
b. Update on South Shelter- Has been completed and looks very nice.   Blends well with the structure.  Needs to be painted.  Who will paint?  Do we still have paint?  Cresta will inquire.
c. Watershed signs Update- Cresta: It is a back-to-back sign and there will be two of them.  The contact does not think they will be over 6ft tall.  There would be no money to cover any engineering costs if needed.  Is it ok to be in the flood plain?
6. Reports
a. Financial Report:  There will be a bill of $1000 coming in from Tony Paulson for fixing the south shelter.
b. City Council Report:  nothing more to report.
c. Public Works Report: 5th graders will be planting flowers.  They will need a hose to water.  The board needs to tackle the fence safety issue since baseball season is here again.  We need to figure out the tree plan for the summer.
