1. Meeting called to order at 7:19pm.
2. Minutes from 4-30-13 were approved.
3. Changes to agenda: add trees to Park Project update

4. New Business- 
a. Use of Riverside Park for Tractor Pull for Olde Tyme Days– Cresta Melcher for Earl Schultz: Would like to hold the tractor pull again for Olde Tyme Days June 30th, 2013 in Riverside Park.  Cresta will remind Adam to have bleachers moved for spectators.  Event approved.
b. Riverside South Shelter Issues- Adam Hovden: Adam’s concerns are that the shelter is leaning slightly and one side is bowing down.  Kerry Melcher took a look and thinks it could be jacked up, straightened out, and gusset plates could be added.  We could potentially do the work ourselves or ask the Lions if they could help out.  Are there liability concerns?  How rotted are the pillars?  Are they bolted into concrete?  Ann mentioned that she talked to Adam and he had got a repair quote from Klaus Alberts for up to $2000 for a specific type of repair.
c. Park Projects Update- Adam/Cresta: 1) Marigold Planting- 5th graders will not be planting this year due to the weather.  Paul Larsen said that the Marigold Days committee should be able to plant them.  2) Painting of shelters- Lions will be painting in early June.  We already have the paint. 3) School kids coming for lunch on June 5th, in Riverside.  4) Slingerland Eagle Scout Project is moving forward.  Equipment has been power washed and looks great.  There are extra wood chips so will ask Adam if he can take them up to the Bergmann Hills park. Adam also took the extra filter fabric 5) Trees in Riverside- Ann: Adam and Ann looked at the trees in Riverside and thought we should take down 6-7 of the cottonwoods and four ash trees along Clay street.  The board felt like that taking down all of the cottonwoods might be too drastic considering our focus has been taking down the Ash trees.  They felt that we could take down 5 of the cottonwoods and the 4 ash trees.  Then plant one tree in each location.  Ann will re-discuss with Adam and mark the trees to come down.  Ann will then talk to Whitings to pick two trees for up to $800.  The board approved to spend ~ $3200 for tree removal and $800 for tree replacement.  

5. Old Business
a. University of MN Zumbro Watershed Project - All :  A contact person has been in touch with Chuck Bradford.  No specific ideas for the project yet.  Elizabeth’s update- Zumbro Watershed Partnership (ZWP) pursuing money, $20,000 per site, to do projects in Mantorville as well as two other sites.  Elizabeth will talk to the director more within the next week.  She hasn’t talked to the city engineer yet but will get a hold of him, UofM – Changing Landscape will do the design, ZWP will try to secure funding, and a possible Eagle Scout Project although pretty complicated with all of the different groups.  For the grant proposal, it will look better if there are many groups involved.  What are some other groups that could get involved… Trails Assn.  Do we need to apply for a DNR permit since the excavation would occur in the flood plain if in Riverside Park?  Is Riverside really the best location?  Discussion tabled until the next meeting.

b. Movies in the Park – continued discussion – All : The idea to have a movie in the park during Olde Tyme Days will not work because the owner of the screen is busy both nights.  We will not book him this year but can try again for next year.  We will discuss this at our July meeting.
c. Dog Park Update: Woof, Wag, and Wine: will happen.  Hubbell House will provide appetizers.  $25 for advanced tickets, 5-7pm.  Saturday, June 29th.  Cresta was asked to come to the Kasson Park Board meeting in June to discuss the dog park.
