Old Business: 
1. ZWP/LCCMR Riverside Park Project- Kevin Strauss of the Zumbro Watershed Partnership presented the plan for upgrades to Riverside Park.  The project will include 2 upright informational signs near parking and playground areas and 2 inclined signs along the riverside.  He will email a draft of sign contents to Cami Reber who will forward them to interested parties.  Also included will be 3 picnic tables and a conversation area along the riverside.  The plan also calls for limestone (donated by the Olive family) to be located along the south side of the traffic circle by the dam’s downfall pool.
The current timeline includes a 6/8 preconstruction meeting at the site; digging, setup and pouring concrete before July 4 and placement of flowers and limestone wall/barrier the week of 8/8. 

A motion (Bryngelsen, 2nd Lambert) was approved in support of the timeline proposed by the ZWP/LCCMR as presented by Mr. Strauss.
2. Mantor Field playground:  The board discussed planning for site grading, assembly and installation of playground equipment and bordering/wood chips for the playground area.  Ms Tuma will survey members and other potential volunteers for best dates to work on this.
3. Mantor Field Upgrade:  We will focus on new dugouts this year and address other issues as able.  We may be able to get blueprints for dugouts from Ron Unger of the Kasson P&R Dept.  Discussion of possible alternative materials to reduce cost occurred but no decisions were made at this time.
