Old Business: 
1. ZWP/LCCMR Riverside Park Project update
Will, Ann and Cami met with representatives of the ZWP to mark out locations in the park for planned equipment and signage.  Also present was Paul Larson, a member of the Marigold Days Committee

Digging for concrete pads began this date.

Will will investigate native plants which could be used around the conversation area (2 benches) which overlooks the river.
2. Mantor Field playground- dates
a. Ann will investigate availability of volunteers on the first three weekends in October for installation of playground equipment.
3. Mantor Field Upgrade- dugouts
a. Scott and Joe will take a look at the dugouts on 7th street NE in Kasson to see how much they could do themselves and with volunteer labor.  
b. Ann will explore volunteers for concrete and carpentry work

c. A motion (M=Oolman, 2nd Bryngelsen) was approved to proceed with the plan as laid out by Ann.
New Business:
1. Hot Dog Stand in Riverside Park
The city council approved a permit for a vendor to sell hotdogs, brats, chips and water from a cart which does not require electricity or a separate heat source.  Location for the cart will be restricted to graveled areas of the park and use of the park restricted to dates when the park has not been approved for exclusive use by other activities or vendors.

2. Budget Planning

Ann announced that next month’s meeting will be our annual review of parks and budget planning meeting.  We will meet at 6:30 PM beginning at the Dog Park and progressing to Slingerland Park, Mantor Field and Riverside Park.

City Staff proposed purchase of an estate rake be considered in the budget process for mowing the ball fields.

City Staff inquired whether we might incorporate trash and recycling pickup with larger containers at the RV Park due to high volume.  Scott will get bids so Will can take this to city council.

One of the Oak trees at Mantor Field has rot at the base and should be removed prior to installation of the playground equipment.  Scott feels city staff would be able to do this.  Will can take to City Council for approval.

City Staff ask if the grass can be killed between the fence and the lilacs around the dog park due to difficulty with mowing.  This will be evaluated at the next meeting and mulching considered as a budget item at the next meeting.
