1. Meeting called to order at 7:02 pm.
2. Minutes from 6-24-14 were approved.
3. Changes to agenda:  None

Location: Dennison (bleachers), 7pm
4.  New Business - 
a. Introduction of Scott Larsen to the new Public Works position- Henry and Don: Scott gave some background information on himself.
b. Trail plans for Mantorville including Riverside Park and Mantor Field- Happy Trails Committee Members- Dick Leonard, Jane Olive, Jeff Ingills, Kim Ingills:  Group presented their proposal for inner city and outerloop trail routes.  They are starting to find and determine which grants they are going to try to get.  The need from the Park Board endorsement of the routes and help getting through both Mantor Field and Riverside.  Park Board endorsed the proposed routes.  For Mantor Field, suggested going through the park on the far east side of the property but would verify this is appropriate after seeing the park later in the night.  For Riverside Park, we would want the trail to go along the east side of the park and then along the south side.  This is where the new master plan for the park has the trail and the board would like to see the plan there.  
c. Two available bike racks for the parks- Dick Leonard:   Dick offered to the Park Board 2 bike racks from the former middle school.  Park Board determined the best place would be at Mantor Field for now until final location is determined for them.
d. 2015 Budget Items for Dennison Park- all: None 

5.  Old Business
a. [bookmark: _GoBack]Dennison Fence Repair- all: determined that a good solution would be to weld angle iron onto the back supports of the bleachers and then diamond plate attached on top to prevent rough edges from being exposed.  Scott will work on this in the fall after mowing slows down.  Scott will also try to find out who did the landscaping to see how much it would cost to move the wall into the bleacher width.
Location: Mantor Field (near park rules sign), 7:45pm
6.  New Business - 
a. 2015 Budget Items for Mantor Field- all: The south side fence of the ball field is extremely stretched out and pulled away from the supports.  Scott will ask at the coming Joint Powers meeting if they will fund replacing the chain link (supports are fine, just need chain link).
b.  	Discussed trail route going through the park.  The current baseball fence location would prevent the trail going on the far east side of the park.  Scott will verify the location is correct.  Also need to verify that if the trial goes that way that it won’t affect football field.
7.  Old Business
a. Planning for Playground Equipment at Mantor Field- all: discussed location of the equipment.  The location as discussed at the previous meeting was a quote of $2,000.  However, if we are willing to move it to the west by 25 feet, the quote goes down to $1,600.  Board agreed to move it 20 feet to the west and 6.5 ft from the water spout so that the mower can go between them.
Location: Stussy Campground (near sign), 8:15 pm then ending at Riverside Park until meeting adjourns
8.  New Business - 
a. Canoe Drop Issues- Ann: Discussed the clogged area of the canoe drop with Craig Blommer of the DNR Parks and Trails division in Rochester.  He was able to go through Mantorville and take a look at it.  His crew, along with Scott and Dave from Mantorville Public Works will try to remove the debris using DNR boats and Mantorville equipment on July 31st.
b. Other Stussy Park issues- all: There is a water drainage problem in the park that needs to be addressed.  We also discussed planting some type of salt-resistant bushes between the spruce/pine that are on the west side of the park.  The board approved to spend up to $1200 on seven bushes along with planting for this line.  Ann will work with Whitings nursery to get these put in.  Money will come from the RV Park fund.
c. 2015 Budget Items for Riverside Park- all: Add more lighting into the north shelter, spend up to $500 for covered garbage cans, and up to $4000 again for tree planting and removal in all parks.
d. 2015 Budget Items for Bergmann Park- all: nothing.  Should look into re-staining/paiting the bus shelter.
e. 2015 Budget Items Other- all: none
f. New Park Board Application- Will Lambert: Will discussed his background, hobbies, etc and would like to be more active in the parks including tree trimming and general upkeep.  The board has approved his application and it will now move to the city council for final approval

9.  Old Business
a. Tree removal and planting at Riverside- Ann: We are recommending that 5-6 trees come down in the line that is just north of the basketball court and playground.  We have already received a quote from Olsen’s Tree Service but Scott will talk to them about coming down on price if the city is willing to haul the brush away.  We would then like to have Whitings plany five trees near that line including a Hybrid Elm, three non-bearing Pear Trees and either a Pin Oak or a Regal Prince Oak.  We will also take down one tree that is on the corner of 4th street and Clay street.  Although we were budgeted $4000 for tree removal and replacement in 2014, the city council has not yet approved the money to be spent on these specific trees.  We are still waiting for the final response from the Finance committee.
