1. Meeting called to order at 7:10 pm.
2. Minutes from 6-25-13 were approved.
3. Changes to agenda: no changes

4. New Business- 
a. Resignation of Adam Hovden: Adam has resigned from his city job.  The council has hired a part-time person to help fill in and are currently interviewing for Adam’s position.
b. 2014 Budgeting
· Dennison Park: We still have $600 this year to put some sort of safety barrier around bleachers.  After looking at it, we could put some sort of aluminum channel or bleacher seat over the crevice and bolt to fence posts.  We will work on this project in the spring and will increase the cost to $1000.  We also talked about adding gravel to the east side of the field near the road to add more parking spots at a cost of ~$1600.
· Bergmann Park: recently added wood chips.  No budget items for next year.
· Stussey RV Park: We looked at the waste water treatment building and it could potentially be used for a nice bathroom/shower house when the water treatment moves to Kasson.  We would just need to keep the lift station.  There is also an area on top near the building where we could add a few tent sites.  On a separate issue, the tree line on the west side of the camping sites is very sparse.  We would like to add some sort of hedge along that tree line for more privacy.  We may try to find some deals on bushes yet this year.  We also need to landscape around the sign.
· Riverside Park: We should still have $50 this year for security signs.  Trees are the bigger issue in Riverside.  We will budget $4000 for trees in all of the parks.  
· Slingerland Park: No budget items for this year.
· Lawn Mowers: we will run the ones we have down and get new ones when needed.
b. Request for use of Riverside Park for Rendezvous- Cresta: The Rendezvous will be held on September 27-29th with set-up starting the Tuesday before.  They will set-up as they have in the past and we will waive the park rules of no overnight parking and no glass.  Their request was approved.

5. Old Business
a. Middle School Park Equipment- Cresta: : Cresta talked to the county and the current owner again about the equipment.  The owner says that he has had multiple requests so would like to know what we would like to do with it.  There are a few smaller pieces that we would like to move to Riverside Park and a few others that would go best at Mantor Field.  Ann will measure some of the pieces to see where they would best fit and Elizabeth will come up with a dollar amount for moving, excavation, etc.
b. Private Donation: Cresta-  The family who would like to donate money towards the parks does not want it going to the new dog park.  We are still unsure on the dollar amount but some ideas for the project would be fixing the south shelter, moving the middle school equipment, or planting trees.  The family will get back to us.
c. Dog Park Update- Cresta: The city agreed to talk about using outside tax dollars for the dog park.  The EDA will have money from Rochester but is not here yet.  The City of Kasson has put money towards the dog park and is already in the account.  The fundraiser “Bark-in-the-Park: will be held on August 24th in Riverside.
d. South Shelter Issues: Dave will be getting quotes for a repair.  Tabled until our next meeting.
e. Trees in Riverside Park- Ann: Ann is working with Whitings and has determined tree placement.  They will stay in contact with the city/Dave when they arrive.  Should be planted in the next week or two.
6. Reports
a. Financial Report:  Elizabeth checked with Cami about money taken in by shelter fees.  In 2012, we took in $665 and in 2013, we have already taken in $720.  In the Stussey Park RV fund, there is a balance of $25,483.92.  We were charged $3756 this year for work done in that park.
b. City Council Report:  Already discussed.
