1. Meeting called to order at 7:11 pm.
2. Minutes from 7-30-13 were approved.
3. Changes to agenda: Add “Request of Riverside Park for Marigold Days” under New Business.

4. New Business- 
a. Girl Scout KoMet Kindness Week- Ann: Since we were not able to have our last meeting, Ann went to the council for permission to hang orange ribbons around town on trees and lightposts to bring awareness to the Girl Scout KoMet Kindness week which will be the first week on October.  The Girl Scouts wanted to get ribbons up before Marigold Days which is why they went directly to the council.  Ribbons have already been hung in Riverside Park.
b. Request for the use of Riverside Park for Marigold Days: Marigold Days will be held on Sept. 6-8th and the Marigold Days committee us requesting the use of Riverside Park with the following park rules waived: No glass in park, no parking on grass, and no overnight parking.  The board approved their request.  We are concerned about the type of insurance that the Marigold Days committee has since it did not cover damage to a water spigot that was run over last year.  Henry and Barbara stated that it doesn’t seem to cover much of anything except the parade and maybe liability if there is an accident with a member of the public.  Barbara was saying that if the event is put under the city, then the city’s insurance would cover and claims.  We feel that there should be a more detailed and thorough discussion of this issue within the council before Marigold Days 2014.

5. Old Business
a. Review of 2014 Budget- all: : Elizabeth made an estimate of $14,000 for the moving and re-use of the Old Middle School park equipment which we have been approved for.  Ann measured the equipment and sent the info to the board.  Elizabeth based her estimate on all of the equipment that was in the file.  However, we will only be taking two pieces for Mantor Field and a few for Riverside Park.  She will re-work the estimate and we can resubmit our budget to the city.
b. Old Middle School Park Equipment- Cresta:  The equipment needs to stay in the current location until after the closing ceremony which will be held in the next month or so.
c. Update on Adam’s Replacement- Henry/Barb: Andrew Fischer was hired to replace Adam as the new city maintenance/water treatment plant operator.  He has only been with the city for about a week.  We will invite him to the next park board meeting.
d. South Shelter Issues: Nothing yet to report.
6. Reports
a. Financial Report:  nothing to report.
b. City Council Report:  Barbara was wondering whether we could discuss more ideas in the parks and recreation area that could be useful and enjoyable for the growing population of older adults.  Some ideas would be benches/sitting areas that would be away from the playground, chess or checkers tables, etc.  We are thinking that this might make a nice Eagle Scout project.  The Scout could talk to members of the senior center to get their input and then implement a plan.  Cresta said that we do have an Eagle Scout interested in a project so she will forward this information.  
c. Public Works Report: Trees will be planted tomorrow in Riverside and Dennison.
