Approval of Minutes – from June 30  approved without changes (consensus)
Annual Budget Meeting:
1. Dennison Field- 
· The diamond plate has been installed, but it appears we should extend the block along both sides of the bleachers to approximately match the height of the original wall.  We will need to get an estimate of # block and cement required to finish this job before next season’s baseball season.
· It was noted that the current team benches are leaning.  It was suggested to install new benches on a concrete slab which would be stable and help w keeping the area clean.  Ann Tuma will check with the little league organization on their recommendations for budget purposes.
· A request has been received to add base-posts so the bases can be moved out 10’ to allow the field to be used if necessary by older players.  Scott says he can do this in the fall if we can obtain the anchor posts.
· The repair of the backstop fence has been done with reinforcement

2.  Stussey RV Park
· We will be adding 3 additionalcotoneaster bushes on the south end of the hedge this fall.  To accomplish the goal of privacy for campers we will need to budget for 2 additional bushes at the south end and 3 at the north end  next year.
· Scott will order the speed table to be placed at the NE end of the alley in the RV park.
· The group walked to the area and noted the boat launch access is very steep.  Ann Tuma will check several other DNR launch sites to see how they are designed.
· The RV park has seek heavy usage with frequent full trash bins.  We recommend budgeting for 2 HD fliptop garbage cans and 2 HD flip top recycling cans.  Scott with discuss adding recycling pickup to the current city garbage service.

3. Mantor Field- 
· It appears the field will not be used for JV games.  On review of options for locating playground equipment the group recommends splitting the equipment into 2 sections East and NE of the current gravel parking area.  Ann and Elizabeth will further research footprint and fit.


· No trees need to be replaced or planted at this time.  

4. Riverside Park-  
· On walking the area it was decided to remove (2016) 2 trees on Clay Street and 2 along the riverside walkway and 2 trees overhanging the covered bridge.  City staff will be able to remove 3 smaller trees on the riverbank west of the old boat launch.  This will necessitate having a tree service remove 6 trees and 9 stumps ground out.  We will plan on replanting 2 new trees west of the old launch site
5.  Other- 
· On discussion it was recommended to budget for 3 new fliptop trash cans, 1 each for Dennison Field, Mantor Field and the Dog Park.
· It is recommended to allow placement of advertising signage at the ball fields in 2016.  Kasson staff will be sending Ann copies of the contract they use.  Details need further discussion at future meetings.
Old Business
1. LCCMR-ZWP Riverside Park Project- The project has been funded and revision of plans continues.  We anticipate another public information meeting in August or September.
2. Tree Removal and Replacement in Riverside Park- Ann Tuma will notify Alex Bryngelsen that Sargent’s can proceed with planting of the 2 planned trees and contoneaster bushes at any time (preferably before Marigold Days) with a cap of $1500.
3. Dog Park Eagle Scout Project- Ann will contact Wyatt for an update.
