4. New Business-

5. Old Business

a. Old Middle School Park Equipment Update- Cresta: We will get the equipment that we had requested.  The largest structure in the park and the small swing set will be moved to Mantorville.  Elizabeth is working on a cost estimate for excavation, ground cover, and placement.  Right now, she is thinking it will cost about $9300 for it all.  We were under the impression that we had to have it out before the county took possession of the land but Cresta will ask if this can be extended.  If necessary, we could move it to storage this year and put in the parks in the spring.  The other two small pieces will be moved to Riverside at some point with a cost around $400-$500.
b. Eagle Scout Project Discussion- all:  Cresta informed the interested scout about our ideas for a project.  He has not gotten back to us on this yet.
c. South Shelter Issues in Riverside Park- Andrew/Dave: As we have discussed previously, the shelter is bowing and swaying.  We have had a rough estimate from Klaus Alberts.  Andrew had another bid to fix.  Can the contractor determine if the posts are ok as well? Andrew will get back to us.
