1. Meeting called to order at 7:03 pm.
2. Minutes from 8-21-12 were approved.
3. Changes to agenda: Under new business- KM Community Service Fall Clean-up and Discussion on damage occurring during Marigold Days
4. New Business
a. Girl Scout Centennial Day of Service Project- Ann:  On October 13th, 2012, the Kasson-Mantorville Girl Scouts along with the Girl Scout River Valleys Council will be taking part in a water quality project which will consist of raking leaves around waterways, marking storm drains around Kasson and possibly Mantorville, and putting informational door hangers around the community. On behalf of the Girl Scouts, Ann asked for and received approval for raking leaves in Riverside Park.  Ann will also talk to city council about marking storm drains at their next meeting.
b. KM Community Service Project- Cresta: The K-M Middle School will be doing another community service project on October 17th, 2012 and would like ideas from the park board on projects that can be done.  We came up with a list for projects to be done in Mantorville: 1. Clean up marigolds in planter, 2. Raking leaves in Riverside, 3. Put tree rings around trees, 4. Pulling weeds in Slingerland Park, 5. Cut down perennials from around the shelters.
c. Discussion on Marigold Days Riverside Park Clean-up– All: Adam decided to not come in because he thought too many vendors were still there.  Some of the park board members as well as Cami were there to work.  We made clear that we are willing to do the work but need the equipment when we are ready to clean-up.  We hope that this will go more smoothly next year.     
d. Mulch around trees recommendation- Ann: to prevent the mower damaging the trees, we need to mulch or use tree rings around some of the newer trees in the parks as some are pretty nicked up already.  We talked about getting tree rings.  We will buy around $249 worth of tree rings and ask for more money for this later.  
e. Expanding the Community Garden- Cresta: the community garden is along 9th street at the north side of Mantor Field.  Should we create more plots and rent them out?  We don’t want to oversee this garden.  We will keep an eye on how many gardens are up there.  Information for the public who want to plant: Self-policed, talk to your neighbors, keep new gardens close to existing ones. 
f. Damage in Riverside Park during Marigold Days-Adam: Water spigot between shelters was backed over and damaged.  We are fine with the MRA fixing the spigot as long as it is by a licensed plumber/contractor that will follow all local and state laws.  It has to be done by October 15, 2012 so that the water can be properly shut off.  Also, a camera was stolen out of the north shelter and the one in the south shelter was tampered with but not damaged.  We are not sure if the MRA knows about the camera yet but our hope is that they would replace it if it was indeed stolen that weekend.

5. Old Business
a. Eagle scout Project- David Brent: no news at this time.
b. Final Review of 2013 Budget- all: Theft deterent signs for bathrooms can be moved to maintenance.  Add $250 to the Riverside park security system so total will be $500.  Adam would like to buy a new sprayer for the park for $2500.  Right now, we store and use Kasson’s sprayer for free when they are not using it.  Most board members do not want to add it to the budget for this cycle.   
c. Campground sign- Elizabeth: colors have been picked out.  Ann will go to the next council meeting to get approval for the purchase of the sign.  Once approved, we will give Abel sign the go-ahead to make sign and Adam will pick up when ready.

· City Council Report: Budget and planning retreat on October 15th.  Will discuss sidewalk/bike trails through the city.  Park board has already discussed this issue and is fine with the city having the discussion without the board as long as there are no drastic changes to the plan.
