a) Terry Eckstein - Parking approval Model T Event July 19, 2011

Terry Eckstein was present to discuss parking for the Model T Event on July 19.  He handed out a map showing the proposed request.  The suggested area being requested is West of Hwy 57 at 5th Street and 4th Street and North up Clay as far as needed.  The suggestion is to hold back 20’ on each side of the road allowing the cars to back straight in, they would be able to put 260 cars in the suggested area. If the construction project doesn’t allow the area along 4th, they could move further up Clay Street.  Cars will arrive after 12:00 pm on the 19th of July and be here as late as 7:30 pm that evening.  


People from the Model T Group will help with helping people to park, but will we need people from the Sheriff’s Department, or Sheriff’s Posse to be at the major intersections to help direct traffic?  238 vehicles are registered and a little over 500 people with those cars.  They are expecting another 500 people to come to town just to see the cars.  Terry is expecting the visitors to park in town like they do during Marigold Days.  Cami clarified that it is up to the event people to work with the Sheriff’s Department for man hours to help them direct traffic.  

Terry noted that if he can get his approved, he will work with Adam to get things set up and parking reserved.  Adam noted that he would put the barricades on the corners of the block and then the event people put them up when they are suppose to go up.      

The group is also requesting to use the Covered Bridge for pictures for the Model T’s.  Council noted that this request will need to go to the Park Board for their approval.  Member Bradford asked for a motion to approve the road closure.  Member Maxson so moved.  Member Swanson then made a motion to approve this weather permitting. Member Maxson agreed with the condition that Member Swanson noted.  Terry asked for clarification on this condition.  Member Swanson noted that it is pretty much common sense that if we get a large amount of rain that you don’t drive back by the covered bridge.  Member Bradford clarified that the motion is only for road closing, not for use of the covered bridge.  Member Swanson’s biggest concern is that Emergency Vehicles 
are able to get through.  Member Bradford replied that the intersections at 6th and 7th will be open.  Terry also noted that intersections at 4th and 5th will also be able to be used in an emergency; they aren’t blocking it so no traffic can’t get through, they are just limiting it to model T’s and emergency vehicles.  Member Roth seconded the motion.  Member Maxson modified the motion stating the roads to be closed; 4th Street, 5th Street off of Hwy.57, North along Clay up to 6th and 7th Street with the intersections of 6th and 7th to remain open.  Cami asked if the businesses that will be affected by the road closings will be notified.  Terry spoke that the only business he has not spoken to is the Post Office and he plans to do this.   Terry will work out the timing of placement of the barricades.  He would like to begin the road closings about 12 Noon and continue until 6 pm.  Member Maxson approves the time as an amendment in his motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  
b) Leasing of City Owned Property


Mayor Nash and Member Bradford have been approached by a couple of different individual, one in particular, that is very interested in renting the old radiator shop, now owned by the City.  With the type of rent a commercial property gets, we need to look at that and consider it.  


There are still some unanswered items on this so they are unable to bring a full action item to the Council tonight but what they are looking at is authorization by the Council for Luke and Chuck to move forward and make a decision on whether or not we should rent that property based on how much we can get or not.  Members asked questions about the type of changes that might need to take place in order to make it usable.  Member Bradford noted that there is still some information that needs to be gathered before any decision can be made.  Council discussed with Adam the current storage space it is being used for.  Adam would rather keep it for storage so the City Shop wouldn’t be so crammed and items need to be moved around all the time to get to things.  

Member Swanson noted that we can’t not think about additional revenue; if we rent it out that business would need to pay taxes.  Member Roth asked if we will post a public notice for others to be able to inquire on.  Member Bradford also noted that we could advertise, gather our information, and then bring all of the information to the Council as a whole.  

After further discussion, the Council agreed to move forward with making a public announcement, gather information and present the findings to the full Council for consideration at the next meeting.  Member Maxson asked Adam to put together a list of those things that he uses and plans to use the building for so they can compare apples to apples.

a) Public Works Report – Adam reported on the following;
· Adam has mowed two private properties in town – Cami will follow up on how often we should mow and who is responsible for the bill.  
· Old Tyme Days – no complaints, everything went well
· Rochester Service should be in the next couple weeks

· Campground was seeded for the third time today
· Donation box has been put up for the City dump station
· Adam suggested Sod be put in next time for any projects where grass is tore up to avoid the delay of grass growing and the problems with wash outs, etc.

· Adam is suggesting the City set a charge each time it is requested to have streets closed to cover staff time and use of barricades.

e) Council Member Report
· Member Swanson – has received some complaints on a couple of homes that may be doing business out of their homes.  It Is some auto body work and painting that is causing problems with some other residents.  There is also another one that he knows about that is doing lawn care out of their garage.  Staff will take a look at those two as they follow the definition of home businesses and what is and what isn’t allowed.  .

· Member Maxson – also heard the same complaint and he has spoken with him.  The person is fixing cars for Lowell’s in Dodge Center.    
· Member Roth – Member Roth had nothing to report.  Member Bradford asked her if she was able to work on her schedule to be able to attend Council Meetings.  She has. 
f) Mayor Report – Member Bradford stated that Civil War Days and Old Tyme Days went very well.  He wants to congratulate everyone involved in all the activities over the past weekend.  
Member Swanson said the City should send a note or letter to the Civil War Committee commending them of the good job that they did.  Member Maxson agreed to that.  Member Roth noted that if you start this for one, you will need to do it for all of them.  Member Maxson volunteered to write something and forward it to Cami to send off for the Civil War Group
