b) Mike Bubany, Bond Refinance and approval of A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING ISSUANCE AND SALE OF GENERAL OBLIGATION REFUNDING BONDS, SERIES 2011A
Mike presented to the Council the bond bids.  The Council approved having the City rated as part of this process in the hopes of getting a better interest rate.  The rating came back at AA- which is much better than Mike had anticipated.  It is unusual for a City our size to get such a good rating.  Financial management practices along with the median income and proximity to Rochester for jobs helped to give us a higher rate.  

The City is proposing to finance $855,000 which is a combination of the water tower bond and the NW project bond.  The low bid was received from United Bankers Bank at 1.75% over 10 years.  This will save the City significant dollars over the life of the bond.  Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Swanson to approve Resolution 2011-16, A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING ISSUANCE AND SALE OF GENERAL OBLIGATION REFUNDING BONDS, SERIES 2011A.  Motion passed unanimously.  

c) Franchise Fees – Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Swanson to table this discussion until we have a full Council present.  Motion passed unanimously.  
d) Fire Department New Member Recommendations – Personnel Committee
Three members are being recommended for acceptance to the Mantorville Fire Department.  Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Nash to approve Brad Kemper, Dylan Dutton and Travis Bebee to the Mantorville Fire Department.  Brad Kemper was in the Explorer Program is now an active Fire Fighter.  All three will complete the FF1 and FF2 training.  Motion passes with Mayor Nash and Member Bradford, and Maxson voting for and Member Swanson abstaining.
