MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY JULY 25, 2011
6:30 PM

1. Call to Order – Mayor Nash called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.
Members present:  Luke Nash, Chuck Bradford, Jim Maxson, Sherry Roth, Don Swanson

2. Pledge of Allegiance - Done
3. Additions/Deletions to Agenda – Item 7d was removed from the agenda.
4. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Roth to approve the consent agenda as follows:

Motion passed unanimously.

5. Public Concerns - None
6. Public Hearing – None 
7. Old Business/New Business

a) Joe Waugh Property Insurance 2011/2012 Renewal
Joe presented the yearly renewal for the property/casualty insurance.  Some area’s had an increase and others had a decrease.  Overall the total cost isn’t much different from last year.  Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Maxson to accept the proposed rates and waive the liability coverage.  Motion passed unanimously.
b) Lyle Michaletz – Storm Water Drainage

The Council discussed the eroding drainage way on the Lyle Michaletz property.  Tim Hruska discussed the status of the area.  He noted that although most of the drainage way is fairly stable there is a section in the middle which is eroding and getting deeper.  To prevent further erosion the City could move ahead with pipe installation to help with that.  In 2009, WHKS gave some possible solutions along with some estimated cost opinions.  If the Council would like to pursue one of the options, they could direct WHKS to prepare cost estimates/ engineering study.  Tim estimates the cost analysis at $500 or less.  
There isn’t an increase in the amount of water that is going through there; it’s that the water that is running there is eroding the bank.  Council discussed the options listed and asked questions.  Cost analysis could cost $500 or less.  Mayor Nash asked that the Infrastructure Committee meet to discuss and make a recommendation.  This will be put on for the next Council Meeting.    
c) Don Meyer – New Access on Adams Street

Don Meyer, 910 Adams Street, is planning on putting in a new drive.  The history on it is when it was originally put in, it was put in the wrong place.  He has a 50’ X 50’ access easement on the lower end of his lot.  His proposal is a 16’ wide drive all the way with a culvert.  He is proposing a 12’ culvert but the City requires a 15’.  The culvert that is being placed is being placed on private property.  Does he still need to follow city requirements?  Tim didn’t think so and Cami asked that she be able to check into this.  The placement of the driveway and culvert is beyond the City Street and not in the City right of way.  

The water shut off will be right where the driveway will be and he will need help with the extension of that.  Staff responded that they would leave it below the rock until he is ready to pave the driveway.  Mayor Nash felt all that was needed is a consensus of the Council, not a motion.  Cami will verify the culvert size and speak to Tim and get back to Mr. Meyer.  
d) Dave Dripps – Sidewalk Request – Pulled
e) Dog Park Proposal

Bryce Gunderson was present to speak to the Council about the proposal for a dog park in the City.  He handed out an informational bulletin about what they are proposing.  The handout includes a map showing the area under the water tower that is being proposed for the location of the dog park.  They are looking for Council’s approval to designate the area as a City Park to be used as a dog park.  
The group has a fund raiser planned in August and that’s why they are looking for the City to approve designating the area.  They do understand that there may be a time when the City says they need those lots back.  This area would essentially be treated as another City Park.  
As far as the additional 50’ being requested and for personal opinion, the north 50’ he says as ok, but the south 50’ he would like to stay with the other property.  

Water will need to be put in along with electricity for lights.  They will have a port a potty there also.  Member Maxson asked who will operate it.  Mayor Nash noted it will be governed by the City and the Park Board will make the rules just like they do with other parks.  The intent is that the people who use the dog park will tend to enforce the rules and notify the city if there is non complaint people there.  Mayor Nash is suggesting that anyone that will use the park must be licensed by the City whether they live in City limits or not.  This will show that dogs that got a license are vaccinated. 
Motion was made by Member Maxson, second by Member Swanson to approve the designation of the land.  Cami asked that a formal resolution be brought forward designating this City land as 
Park land.  Karen Khavari asked how much additional funds will this cost the city to maintain; who is going to pick up the poop.  Mayor Nash replied that there will be none and right now there are volunteers who plan to maintain it.  Member Roth reiterated that the creation of, getting the fencing, water fountain, benches, everything to make this park come to life is going to be done by fund raising, donations etc.  And the City’s expenses beyond that will be for lighting and water.  
Member Swanson reiterated that someone who was to come over from Kasson will need to buy a Mantorville Dog License.  Adam voiced his concerns for the volunteers thinning out and the maintaining of this dog park falling back on City staff.  Member Bradford asked if Bryce has a list of volunteers.  Bryce noted that the members of the committee are committed to this and ready to volunteer their time to maintain this.  Bryce noted that he is a City Employee as he is on the fire department and he could use the city equipment for maintaining the area.  Member Bradford asked about whom and what is considered a City Employee.  Is a commission member?  Cami stated that she would want to verify the language on that.    
Member Swanson suggested that the group should bring the request to the EDA because the EDA has expressed some interest in helping out with that.  Member Roth asked to note about the significance of the volunteers so the workload doesn’t get put on City staff.  Member Swanson noted having a penalty in writing for those that don’t follow the rules.  The penalty would be the same for not following any park rules that are already in ordinance.  Motion carried unanimously.

a) Public Works Report – Adam reported on the following:

· SL Contracting started in town today.

· Adams Street how far should the City plow now knowing that it’s a private drive?  Council agreed Adam should stop at the property line.  The City will notify the property owners.

· Mayor Nash asked how the alley fixing was going; the drainage issue at the end of the firehall alley?  Adam said they are still working on that.
b) City Clerk Report – Cami reported on the following;

· LBAE still has room left on this for anyone that is interested.  Mayor Nash asked to be signed up.
· Letters went out and the ad was published for the CUP public hearing.

· Two donations received for NNO and a banner donated by the Nash’s

· A request to take “Betsy” to display at the Steele County Fair as part of the 1930’s old vehicles display.  The truck is insured and the only cost to the City would be the gas but Chuck Larson said he would approach the Relief on that cost.  Consensus of Council to allow this to happen.
c) Consultant Report – Tim Hruska reported that the storm sewer project began today. All utilities came in and lowered their utilities.  Mayor Nash asked how they would handle the ground water that they come across.  Tim responded they would have to pump it out.  Tim also updated the Council on the Meeting with Mr. McHugh.  The area will continue to be monitored and we will be proactive in getting this resolved.  The blacktop issue on Mantor Drive will be fixed and they will be adding a lift to the area that is short.    
d) Committee Report

· Finance/Budget – will meet tomorrow to start on that
· Fire Department; have had 3 fire calls that Don is aware of.  Due to the last fire and the residents not knowing how to use a fire extinguisher, Don asked if we offer training on the use of a fire extinguisher.   Mayor Nash suggested he take it to the Fire Department. 
· MRA – is in charge of the NNO and they asked if the City Council could help out with some of the work.  Member Roth asked for a list of items in which to help out with.  They are coming along on the Greek Revival House with volunteer help.  
· Personnel Committee will meet on August 1 to do evaluations with staff.

· Member Swanson – has been attending his subcommittee meetings and then some.  He has mentioned to all of them to start working on their budgets.
