Member Bradford noted some changes to be made on the City Council Meeting Minutes of May 23, 2011.  Motion passed unanimously to include the requested changes to the Meeting Minutes of May 23, 2011.
5. Public Concerns - None
6. Public Hearing – None 
7. Old Business/New Business

a) Dave Dripps Request for Angle Parking and Sidewalk Install
Dave Dripps is requesting the Council change the parking along the North side of 4th Street in front of his lot to angle parking.  He is requesting that the Council make a motion to allow for this.  He wants the replacement of the curb to take place far enough north into the boulevard, while the boulevard is torn up for the Storm Sewer Project, to allow for angle parking.

Several people were present with concerns on this.  Some of those concerns are listed as follows:
· Lyle Hoaglund – asked what kind of curb is going in? (Raised 6” curb noted Luke; not a drive over)
· Barb Alberts - several are against this because of the large park and playground there; backing up out of a parking space like this makes it harder to see children.  The safety is an issue and we need to keep the children’s safety as a priority.  She also spoke of the speed being an issue; when people come off of highway 57, there is more speed coming around that curve.  . 

· Jamie Jencks – has there been a transportation/engineering study done to see what type of conditions exist there to allow this?  He also spoke of the speeds coming over the bridge and turning onto 4th Street.  He doesn’t think it is the best idea.  

· Lyle Hoaglund – what is driving the request?  Is it for additional parking there?  Because at this point we don’t need additional parking.  Dave replied that the opportunity is there when it is tore up so why not do it now?  

· Will Lambert – the problem is not when they turn off 57, it’s the next intersection that isn’t controlled that the kids speed through.  

· Dave Dripps – discussed his parking needs for his buildings.  His project is going to take away parking spots to get access to his lots.  To gain parking spots, he is proposing the diagonal parking to gain parking spots.
· Paul Larson – that is an accident waiting to happen; he is concerned with the number of children that use the Park and go to Casey’s.  He has done some research and there are more accidents when it comes to angle parking.   
The Council will review the information given so that the right curb is put in at the right location at the time of the Storm Sewer Project so if in the future we decide to put in diagonal parking along 4th Street then the area accommodates it.  We will touch base with the Engineer so the plans are such that there is potential for future diagonal parking.  

Sidewalk – Dave is requesting approval to put in a sidewalk that runs parallel to his lot from the Welcome Center to 4th Street.  He would like to work with the Welcome Center if they would like to put it in from the Welcome Center to the County Garage.  

He is requesting a 7’ sidewalk and he will pay for the materials and preparation of the work.  The concrete and finishing is yet to be determined.  He is planning to provide the labor.  He will do the entire area from the County garage to 4th Street if the Welcome Center wants to work with him on this.

This is the first that the Welcome Center members are hearing about this and they would like time to review it and discuss this.  Jamie Jencks is suggesting to get input from the MRA since this is in the Historic District.  He feels there are a lot more details that should be reviewed before this happens.  This is a very important block in the City.      
Mayor Nash noted that if we were to permit a walkway in the right of way, we will still be able to have control over what it is, where it is and if it meets our criteria along with MN Dot’s.  We can add things to it to keep it in the Historic feel.  Member Maxson would like to see this visually, not just talk about it.  Member Bradford asked what the timeframe is for this.  Dave stated that ideally he wanted to do it in the next two weeks but he will wait and talk to the Welcome Center Group and see what they want to do.  Dave agreed to table this request to give the Welcome Center time to review it.  Cami will check with MN Dot to see if they need a formal motion or just a consensus of the Council to approve it.  This will be brought back to the July 11 City Council Meeting.  Dave is open to other style options.  He just wants to put in a sidewalk.          

Request for alternate placement of the port of potties during Marigold Days - Dave would like to request alternative placement of the port a potties during Marigold Days along 4th street which is now privately owned property.  He has some suggestions for alternate placement.  Mayor Nash suggested a subcommittee from the Council to work with the Marigold Days committee to work this out.  Member Maxson has volunteered to do this.  The solution will be brought back to the first meeting in July.  
b) Marigold Days Road Closure Requests – Lyle Hoaglund
The Council approved a previous request to close an area of Clay Street for the Civil War Ball being held on June 25th.  The committee for this event has decided it is a poor choice and they are requesting a change to the road closure request for June 25th.  They would like to request closing of 5th Street from the alley way to Clay Street from 5 pm – 2 am on June 26.  They plan to have the band facing East on 5th Street, in front of the Post Office.  Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Swanson to approve this request.  Motion passed unanimously.
For Marigold Days, the Saturday of, they would like permission to close all of 4th street form Hwy 57 up to the alley before West Street (Saturday September 10 through Sunday evening September 11)  Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Maxson to approve the request.  Motion passed unanimously.  

On Sunday the request is to close 5th Street West from Hwy. 57 up to West Street starting at 6:30 am until 5 pm for the car show and the Fire Man’s Water Fight.  Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Bradford to approve the request. A friendly amendment made by Mayor Nash to make the time 6 am – 6 pm.  Motion passed unanimously.    
Lyle discussed the power pole that will be moved from the area of 4th and Clay to Riverside Park.   In doing this, all of the electrical equipment on the pole will be gone unless they put in a new install.  They won’t have anything for the food vendors to plug into.  They can’t use the equipment that is there because it is outdated; it’s a code issue.  Lyle would like the City to take a look at this and help them come up with an alternative option.  Mayor Nash suggested that the Finance Committee work with Don McKenzie and Lyle Hoaglund to come up with an alternative option.  
c) Mary Rudlong – Mantorville Saloon Request 

Mary asked the Council for permission to fence off the parking lot at the Saloon and allow alcohol there in conjunction with the Civil War Days Ball that is taking place on June 25th.  The time would be from 5pm – 1am.  They will have picnic tables out there and will make sure that at least one employee is at the door making sure no alcohol leaves the premises.  It will be fenced off and they will provide proof of insurance extending the insured premises to include the parking lot area.  Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Maxson to approve this with the condition that the City receives the certificate of insurance.  Motion passed unanimously.    
d) Dale Brannan – Water Extension Request

Dale is looking at building a home on his second lot.  It is his understanding that if public utilities are available, and then they are required to connect to them.  He is aware that the water line runs at the North side of 5th Street and he wants to know whose responsibility it is to get the connection to his property line.  He received some quotes and the cost for him could be anywhere from $4,000 - $11,000 depending on where he has to connect from.  It would be cheaper for him to connect to his current well.  

Mayor Nash asked for his timeline on this as he wants time to discuss this with the City Engineer.  Dale noted if he is going to do something it will be in the next two to three months.  He would prefer to have city water for the future.  Mayor Nash asked why this was never put to the property line when the home was built.  The Finance Committee will review this and get back to him in the next two weeks.

f) Stage Coach Ride Road Closure Request – August 13, 2011
The Stage Coach Ride Committee is requesting a road closure for the August 13 event.  The request is to close 4th Street from Hwy 57 to Clay from 8:30 am – 4:30 pm.  Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Bradford to approve the road closure.  Motion passed unanimously.  
g) JJ Williams – Fire Hall Building Repairs Request

The repair to the Fire Hall doors was tabled from the previous Council Meeting.  Mayor Nash and Member Bradford made some minor fixes to the doors by adjusting some springs and lubing the locks and they seem to work fine now.  They could not get them to hang open.  They will decline the improvements at this time.  

h) Resolution 2011-07 A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING A DONATION

Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Maxson to approve Resolution 2011-07, A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING A DONATION.  Member Swanson said a thank you to Member Bradford for the great donation.  Motion passed unanimously with Member Bradford abstaining.
i) EDA Resignation – Tammy Neseth

Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Swanson to accept the resignation of Tammy Neseth from the EDA.  Member Swanson noted a thank you to her for her time and experience and wishes her well.  The EDA should draw up a letter stating such.  Motion passed unanimously.  
j) Set Fall Retreat/Workshop – 
The City Council has set the fall retreat date to Monday, August 29 @ 6:00 pm.
k) Terry Eckstein – Road Closure Request Model T Event
Terry approached the Council to discuss the Model T Event that will be coming to Mantorville on July 19th.  There is a confirmed 250 Model T’s signed up.  He is requesting options in which to put all of these vehicles.  There is a projected 500 people coming with the cars.  And then many more just to come and see them.  He discussed some options with the Council.  He doesn’t necessarily need to close down roads, but they could park perpendicular on both sides of the street.  The Council suggested the use of the entire Slingerland Park and Member Maxson suggested the Congregational Church parking lot also.  Dave Dripps offered the use of his two lots across from Riverside Park.  Terry will put something together and bring it to the next Council Meeting for approval.
